Administrative

Discuss and vote on a modified definition of Trading Partner Agreement
Mr. Eynon stated that the REQ/RGQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS) determined at its last meeting that the definition of Trading Partner Agreement should be expanded to accommodate an agreement between a Market Participant and a Customer to exchange data via Uniform Electronic Transactions.  The subject of the last REQ/RGQ BPS meeting was the development of the Customer Billing and Payment via Uniform Electronic Transaction MBPs (developed pursuant to Request No. R05016).  Mr. Precht added that the REQ/RGQ BPS recommended it would be preferable to modify the definition of Trading Partner Agreement instead of revising the definition of Market Participant, as either revision would provide the ability for a Customer to be a counterparty under a Trading Partner Agreement.

Mr. Eynon proposed the following modified definition (change shown underlined):

Trading Partner Agreement:  A legally binding agreement between any two Market Participants, or between a Market Participant and a Customer, defining each party's expectations and responsibilities for doing business with each other using Uniform Electronic Transactions.
The subcommittee discussed the proposed definition and determined the modification was appropriate.
For the RGQ: Mr. Jones moved, seconded by Mr. Precht, to adopt the revised definition of Trading Partner Agreement.  The motion passed unanimously.

For the REQ: Ms. Edwards moved, seconded by Mr. Eynon, to adopt the revised definition of Trading Partner Agreement.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Mr. Precht stated a review of the revised definition for Trading Partner Agreement will be added to the December 8 REQ/RGQ BPS conference call agenda.
