Welcome & Introductions

Mr. Behr called the meeting to order.  Ms. Kennedy gave the antitrust advice.  Participants introduced themselves.  The draft agenda was reviewed and a discussion of the ERCOT request was added.  Mr. Burden moved, seconded by Mr. Rothfuss, to adopt the revised agenda.  The motion passed unanimously.  

The draft minutes from October 13-14, 2004 were reviewed.  Mr. Rothfuss moved, seconded by Mr. Jarrett to adopt the October 13-14, 2004 minutes without modification.  The motion passed unanimously.  
2. Review and finalize REQ/RXQ QEDM document
Mr. Behr stated that he was working on formatting this document during the same timeframe that the Retail Executive Committees were discussing standards numbering and formatting.  Mr. Behr said that while having a stand-alone QEDM manual could have some benefits, he preferred incorporating the Retail QEDM into the Retail General Standards.  Among the benefits noted, Mr. Behr said that the Retail QEDM was not a large document since the Internet ET language was removed and combining it into the General Standards would reduce the administrative burden because it would be one less standards book to create and maintain.  Although no determination was made on whether the QEDM should be included in the General Standards, the subcommittees reviewed the QEDM as part of the draft General Standards book.  During discussion it was noted that the Glossary could potentially be included in the General Standards book.  Mr. Behr noted that the document was not finalized and it should be reviewed in detail. 
The TEIS participants agreed to include a detailed review of the Retail QEDM in the next meeting’s agenda.  Mr. Behr noted the goal is to have the QEDM completed by the end of 1Qtr2005.  To help prepare for the next meeting, the TEIS reviewed the QEDM sections of the General Standards book.  It was noted that the definition for Entity Common Code should be consistent with the WGQ definition.  Also, it was determined that non-NAESB packages and testing should be discussed at the February meeting.  Mr. Behr prepared a redline version of the General Standards book capturing specific comments on the proposed standards and implementation guide (attached).  
3. Review  and continue drafting Transaction documents

“Billing and Payment Related Standards”:  The TEIS reviewed the Technical Implementation sections of the Billing and Payments Related Standards, which begin on page 21 of the work paper.  Mr. Behr prepared a redline version of the work paper capturing specific comments and task assignments (attached).  Mr. Behr encouraged participants with task assignments to be prepared for the next meeting and encouraged all participants to review the current document as if it were being implemented.  Mr. Behr noted the 2Qtr2005 completion goal was aggressive but attainable.  
Data dictionaries:  See discussion above.
4. Review new subcommittee structure, including IR
Mr. Behr reviewed the new Retail Quadrants’ subcommittee structure, which will consist of a Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS), Information Requirements Subcommittee (IR) and TEIS.  Mr. Behr explained that the work of the CPS and SUIS would be assumed by the BPS and IR, where the BPS would define business practices and the IR would perform functions much like the WGQ IR (such as developing data dictionaries).  Mr. Behr will continue as a co-chair of the TEIS but will also co-chair the IR.    
5. Next Meeting/Other Business
Review ERCOT requests that have been triaged:  Mr. Behr stated the Triage Subcommittee addressed ERCOT’s request (Request No. R04030) on November 8, 2004 and recommended that it be worked on by the REQ TEIS, RGQ TEIS and WGQ EDM jointly.  Mr. Behr said the groups would work on the request during the February 23, 2005 joint meeting.  
Next meeting:  February 23-24, 2005 in Richmond, VA.  The agenda for the meeting will include a joint meeting with WGQ EDM to address Request No. R04030.  Following the joint session, the WGQ EDM and RxQ TEIS will hold separate meetings.  At the RxQ TEIS separate meeting, the group will focus on finalizing the QEDM and working through the Billing & Payments standards.  Contributions related to the assignments noted in the redlined attachments can be brought to the meeting or submitted to Mr. Behr for compilation two weeks prior to the meeting.
