Welcome & Administration

Mr. Behr called the meeting to order.  Ms. Kennedy gave the antitrust advice.  Ms. Teel moved, seconded by Mr. Glattis to adopt the agenda.  The agenda was adopted without objection.
Ms. Teel moved, seconded by Mr. Glattis, to adopt the minutes from the November 3, 2005, November 14, 2005, December 12, 2005 and January 4, 2006 conference calls/meetings.  The motion passed without objection. 2. Final review of the EDISM results for the first RXQ Billing and Payments Transaction (RXQ3-810BR) – possible vote
Mr. Behr presented the incorporated draft document that contains the technical components forwarded by the REQ/RGQ Information Requirements Subcommittee and the draft transactions created by the TEIS for the 810 Bill Ready transactions.  The 810 Bill Ready draft technical specification document was posted as a work paper for this meeting:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/req_rgq_teis021506w1.rtf.
Mr. Behr stated that Mr. Bear had presented comments on the 810BR transaction document offline.  Mr. Bear had identified the need for a vehicle to provide a way to charge for off cycle meter reads.  Mr. Behr and Ms. Teel agreed that this would be a useful tool in the 810 Bill Ready.  Mr. Behr noted that the off cycle meter read charge had not been addressed by the Retail BPS in the business practices.  Mr. Behr stated that he would add this item to an issue list to be presented to the Retail BPS for future modification of the Billing and Payments model business practices.
The subcommittee discussed the usefulness of creating examples for the guidelines.  Ms. Teel noted that while examples are often helpful, examples must undergo continuous maintenance; and examples often times become the sole reference for an entity that implements the guidelines.  Ms. Teel stated that all states have existing guidelines and examples.  The subcommittee agreed that they would not draft examples to be added to the Billing and Payments Transactions for this version.  The subcommittee agreed to reconsider adding examples in future versions of this document.
3. Review of the EDISM results for the outstanding RXQ Billing and Payments Transactions 
RXQ3-867:  Ms. Teel provided the draft RXQ3-867 for review during this meeting.  The work paper is posted on the NAESB website:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/retail_teis021506w5.rtf.  Mr. Behr stated that he would like to conduct an additional detailed review of this document as well as the other TEIS technical implementation documents (810RR, 820, 824, 248, and 568).

Mr. Behr stated that he would begin combining the TEIS work products with the IR pieces into one document.  He stated that during the next meeting, the TEIS would include in the agenda a review the final document.  It is the expectation that after the next meeting, the TEIS will be ready to vote to send the recommendations to the REQ and RGQ Executive Committees.
4. Review Work Product of Information Requirements Subcommittee on the RXQ 
Customer Information model business practices

Mr. Behr reviewed the work product of the Information Requirements Subcommittee of the RXQ Customer Information mbps posted as a work paper for this meeting:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/retail_teis021506w8.doc.  Mr. Behr volunteered to begin the technical implementation work on the transactions to be added to the Customer Information transaction guides.
5. Next Steps/Other Business

During the next meeting, the TEIS will review the final technical implementation for the Billing and Payment model business practices.  If the TEIS determines that the document is complete, the subcommittee will vote to forward the recommendation to the REQ and RGQ Executive Committees.  The TEIS will also begin reviewing the draft transactions for the Customer Information model business practices.
