FINAL MINUTES

1.
Welcome & Introductions
Mr. Behr called the meeting to order.  Ms. Kirby gave the antitrust advice.  Participants introduced themselves.  Mr. Behr stated that the adoption of the February 24, 2005 draft minutes would be postponed until the next meeting of the Retail Electric Quadrant (REQ) and Retail Gas Quadrant (RGQ) Technical Electronic Implementation Subcommittee (TEIS).  Mr. Rothfuss moved to adopt the revised agenda and Mr. Jarrett seconded the motion.  The revised agenda was adopted by consensus.

Discussion: ERCOT Request for Addition of Payload Value

Mr. Behr stated that the Electric Reliability Council of Texas (ERCOT) had requested that the Retail Quadrants (RXQ) Quadrant Electronic Delivery Mechanism (QEDM) document be modified to include a Payload value in the Mime header.  Mr. Behr stated that the Payload value would contain information regarding the format and content type of the document.  The group reviewed and modified language added to accommodate ERCOT’s request under Tab 6 – “Technical Implementation” section “Internet Electronic Transport for Non-NAESB packages”.  Please see “General Standards EDM – 3/10/05” located on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/req_rgq_teis031005a1.doc.  Mr. Behr added that ERCOT could submit any changes to the document in the NAESB thirty day formal comment period when the recommendation for the QEDM document is posted.    
3.
Review and finalize REQ/RXQ QEDM Document

Mr. Behr reviewed “RXQ – General Standards EDM 2/25/05” located on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/req_rgq_teis031005w1.doc.  The group discussed the section “Trading Partner Agreement.”  Language was added concerning the inclusion of a “Technical Exchange Worksheet” in the appendix C of the QEDM document.  Additional changes were made to appendix D “RXQEDM/Internet Electronic Transport (ET) 2.0 Cross Reference.”  Please see “General Standards EDM – 3/10/05” referenced above for changes made.

Mr. Behr explained that the TEIS was the group that votes the QEDM document out of the subcommittee and on to the REQ and RGQ Executive Committees (ECs) for consideration and approval of the work completed by the TEIS.  He added that the REQ and RGQ ECs could then decide whether the document should be sent to other subcommittees, such as the Glossary Subcommittee, for further work.  

Mr. Jarrett moved to submit the QEDM document, as contribution to the RXQ Dot Zero General Standards Book, to the REQ EC and RGQ EC for approval.  Mr. Rothfuss seconded the motion.  The motion passed absent objection.      
4.
Review and vote on Billing and Payment Information Requirements to Return to BPS for Approval

Mr. Behr explained that the Retail Information Requirements Subcommittee (IR) would draft a Technical Implementation Guide from the data dictionaries of the Billing and Payment document.  “Billing and Payment – 3/10/05” is located on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/req_rgq_teis031005a2.doc.  Mr. Behr stated that a significant portion of the Technical Implementation Guide or TIBP had been completed by the TEIS, including code values and sample paper transactions.  Mr. Behr stated that REQ/RGQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS) would review the work done by the TEIS and IR.

Mr. Behr explained that the BPS had discussed at the March 9th conference call whether a separate standard that included billing and payment in one transaction was needed.  He added that this would be considered and discussed by the IR in the future.  

Mr. Cline moved to send the “Billing and Payment” document on to the IR for further discussion and development.  Mr. Jarrett seconded the motion and the motion passed absent objection.

Next Steps/Other Business

XML Schema

Mr. Behr stated that for now, the potential value of implementing XML did not justify the time spent to do so.  The group agreed.  
Other Business
Mr. Behr stated that a discussion over changes to the Internet ET should be added to the next agenda.   The group discussed the next meeting.  Mr. Dodson stated that the TEIS should meet directly following the first meeting of the IR.  The group scheduled a meeting of the TEIS in Houston, TX on May 26, 2005.
