Subject: TEIS meeting on 5/27
Todd:  The Retail TEIS has a conference call/meeting scheduled for 5/27.  I am unable to attend or participate.  Can you make sure the following comment gets put before the group during this meeting?
 

To RETAIL TEIS:
 

I continue to propose that the EDM document that you adopt or change will take into account the development of the language for the Introduction section that is being done on a uniform basis for all the retail Model Business Practices at the BPS.  That language can be accessed in  workpapers for the various Model Business Practices for the BPS meetings taking place May 24-25.  At the end of that meeting it is possible that final language will have been agreed upon.  These language changes do not need to go through the NAESB adoption process per Rae McQuade’s advice because they are just explanatory statements to allow the reader of the MBPs to understand the material to follow.  
 

Second, with regard to the Principles section of this document, I continue to object to the Principle that I redlined in my comments (labeled RXQ.0.1.3 in the draft).  This statement, as currently drafted is not typical of other Principles that have been adopted in the retail MPB’s to date.  While it may be perfectly appropriate for the wholesale gas quadrant (where there is one regulator and one policy about competition in the wholesale market), it is not appropriate for the retail MBPs to contain any suggestion that the competitive market is the preferred market environment.  Rather, our approach has been to develop practices that will most efficiently and effectively implement retail competition where that market model has been adopted.  The reference to “winners” carries with it a policy statement that is not appropriate in my opinion.  My proposed redraft of this Principle is intended to emphasize the importance of assuring nondiscrimination.  I can also accept language that emphasizes the intent to adopt MBPs to increase efficiency.
