Welcome & Administration

Mr. Behr called the meeting to order.  Mr. Oncken gave the antitrust advice.  The draft agenda was reviewed and no changes were offered.  Ms. Edwards moved, seconded by Mr. Rothfuss, to adopt the draft agenda.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Approval of the May 27, 2005, June 8, 2005, and July 11-12, 2005 draft minutes was deferred.  

2. Review Billing and Payments Technical Specs and Complete Technical Documents
The subcommittee reviewed transactions 810RR, 820 and 867.  Mr. Behr noted changes to the transactions during the web conference.  The revised transactions are posted as attachments to these minutes.  

Transaction 810RR:  Mr. Rothfuss presented the 810RR (Rate Ready Invoice) transaction.  He said the transaction was modeled after the 810BR (Bill Ready Invoice) developed during the RXQ TEIS meeting held in Richmond, VA.  Additional modifications were made as a result of discussions during the meeting.  As an action item for an upcoming meeting, the Service Promotion Allowance data element should be reviewed to determine whether it is inclusive for all jurisdictions.  Additionally, the transaction needs to be reconciled with the elements contained in the data dictionary.  

Transaction 820:  This transaction was completed by Ms. Wise.  Although Ms. Wise was not present, the subcommittee reviewed and modified the transaction.  For example, the subcommittee deleted the EDI codes from the data dictionary to be consistent with the treatment in the other transactions. 
Transaction 867:  Mr. Behr completed this transaction.  During discussion on the transaction, Mr. Behr noted that references to RBC (Retail Business Conditional) throughout the transactions provided the ability to accommodate different implementations in different states.  
Participants agreed that the three transactions reviewed today were substantially complete and could be forwarded to the NAESB Office to begin working on the edism files, but determined the transactions should be reviewed again at an upcoming meeting.  Ms. Teel volunteered to assist the NAESB Office in creating the edism files.  The target date for the edism files is November 3 (the next TEIS meeting).  Mr. Behr will follow-up on the development assignments for the other transaction sets, and begin working on those transaction sets if the assigned parties are unable to complete the transaction sets.
3. Review upcoming workload (Customer Information, etc.)
The following workload was identified:

· Customer Information; probably 3 or 4 transactions, next in queue

· Customer Invoice (Request R05016); will probably resemble the UIG document

· Customer Enrollment, Switching & Dropping; referred to as 814s, will probably begin work in 2Q2006

4. Next Steps/Other Business
The next RXQ TEIS conference call is scheduled for October 19, 2005 from 9:00 a.m. to noon Central.  The subcommittee will be working through another two transactions.

The next RXQ TEIS meeting is scheduled for November 3 in Atlanta, GA.
