FINAL MINUTES
1.
Welcome & Administration

Mr. Behr called the meeting to order and welcomed participants.  Mr. Behr ran the web cast for this meeting.  Mr. Oncken gave the antitrust advice and took roll.  The draft agenda was reviewed and the following modifications were offered:  1) add a discussion of subcommittee leadership; and 2) delete approval of the October 19 draft minutes since that meeting was cancelled.  Mr. Rothfuss moved, seconded by Mr. Jarrett, to adopt the revised agenda.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Ms. Teel moved, seconded by Mr. Rothfuss, to adopt the draft minutes from the following REQ/RGQ TEIS meetings, without modification:  May 27, 2005, June 8, 2005, July 11-12, 2005, and September 28, 2005.  The motion passed unanimously.  
2. Discussion on REQ TEIS Leadership
Mr. Jarrett resigned as REQ TEIS co-chair.  The subcommittee unanimously supported Ms. Teel assuming the roll of REQ TEIS co-chair.  
3. Continue Working on the RXQ Billing and Payments Transactions
Mr. Behr reviewed the master RXQ Billing and Payments TIBP before the markups of the transactions were discussed.  More time needs to be spent on Payment Remittance and Payment Notification before the markups for these transactions can be completed.  
Review of Transaction Markups:  The subcommittee completed an in-depth review of the RXQ3-867BU transaction, and certain modifications were made.  The redlined RXQ3-867BU transaction is included as an attachment to these minutes.  Mr. Behr proposed to complete the following actions on this transaction before the next meeting:  1) review the codes; and 2) revise the table at the beginning of the document.

The following transactions were quickly reviewed, but no modifications were made:  RXQ3-568; RXQ3-820; RXQ3-810BR; RXQ3-824; RXQ3-248; and RXQ3-810RR.  The current drafts of these transactions were included as work papers for this meeting.  The subcommittee determined the markups for these transactions are substantially complete and the transactions are ready for the EDISM process.  Ms. Teel volunteered to create an EDISM file for the RXQ3-810BR for the subcommittee to review at an upcoming meeting. 
4. Determine Workplan for the Customer Information Transactions

Completing the Billing & Payments transactions is the top priority for the TEIS.  However, Mr. Behr suggested the TEIS begin working on the transactions for the RXQ Customer Information MBPs while the Billing and Payments transactions are in the EDISM process.  He noted that creating the EDISM files is tedious, but Ms. Teel has volunteered to work on the project.  The NAESB Office will also be assisting in the creation of the EDISM files.  Mr. Behr projected the REQ/RGQ IR Subcommittee would finish its work on the RXQ Customer Information MBPs during December, and the TEIS could start working on the transactions in 1Qtr2006.  Mr. Behr will prepare a Customer Information strawman for the subcommittee to consider at a future meeting.
5. Next Steps/Other Business

Certification Program:  Mr. Behr reported that he has participated in a NAESB Board subcommittee discussing certification.  Mr. Behr explained that the WGQ has an established certification program that indicates that a software implementation adheres to the NAESB WGQ standards.  The subcommittee is considering transitioning that program into a self-certification program based on a checklist, and developing a similar program for the REQ/RGQ.  Mr. Rothfuss expressed concern that a certification program could result in required testing.  Mr. Behr stated that is not the experience of the WGQ and not the intention of the subcommittee.  
Customer Enrollment and Switching:  Mr. Behr stated the TEIS’s work on Customer Enrollment will be very challenging, since there are two fundamentally different enrollment models.  He added there are currently thirty-one 814 transactions used in Texas.  The RXQ BPS has not completed its work on the Customer Enrollment and Switching MBPs, but Mr. Behr projected the TEIS could expect to begin working on the project during 2Qtr2006.  
Subcommittee Structure:  Mr. Behr stated he would raise the issue of subcommittee structure during the upcoming Executive Committee meeting.  He said that since the RXQ TEIS and RXQ IR consist of basically the same participants, maintaining a strict structure could become burdensome.  Mr. Behr acknowledged the structure did have some benefits, but added the issue should be highlighted for the Executive Committee’s consideration.  
Future Meetings:  

November 14, 2005 conference call with web conferencing; noon to 2:00 p.m. Central.  The EDISM file for the RXQ3-810BR will be reviewed and the schedule for creating the remaining EDISM files will be established.

December 12, 2005 conference call with web conferencing; noon to 4:00 p.m. Central.  The subcommittee will review the EDISM files for the remaining transactions.  The substantive work on the Billing and Payments transactions should be completed at this meeting, but editing will likely continue.

The meeting adjourned at 12:55 p.m. Eastern.
