Final Minutes
1. Welcome

Mr. Behr opened the meeting and welcomed the participants.  Ms. Kirby gave the antitrust advice.   Mr. Rothfuss made a motion, seconded by Mr. Burden, to adopt the agenda as is.  The agenda was adopted absent objection. 
Mr. Rothfuss made a motion to adopt the 10/13-14/04 draft minutes as final.  Mr. Burden seconded the motion and the minutes were adopted absent objection.

2. Review and Continue Drafting Transaction Documents
Mr. Behr stated that he was working jointly with Mr. Alston and Ms. Edwards (members of the RXQ Customer Processes Subcommittee) to complete sample TIBPs, data dictionaries, and paper transactions for the 568 and 824 transactions.  He added that the CPS would review the sample documents at the December 6th CPS meeting.  Mr. Behr added that because the joint work between members of the CPS and TEIS was not as efficient as possible, an IR (Information Resources Subcommittee) is needed in the Retail Quadrants.  Mr. Burden explained that the IR Subcommittee was used in the WGQ to discuss and analyze issues that were between assignment in the business subcommittees and the technical subcommittees.  Mr. Behr stated that he will discuss the possibility of the addition of an IR subcommittee in the Retail Quadrants with REQ/RGQ Executive Committee at the November 17th meeting.
Mr. Behr said that because the work assignments on the agenda sub-item “Billing and Payment Related Standards” were not complete or ready to be discussed, this item would be reviewed at the December 9th TEIS meeting.  He asked for those volunteers who accepted assignments on this item to be prepared for the December 9th meeting.  
Mr. Behr then asked how the WGQ had included flat files in the WGQ book.  Mr. Burden explained that X12 files are contained in a tabbed section of the WGQ book, but flat files were not tabbed separately.  Mr. Burden added that the flat file information was stated in code like the EDI files and was another column in the data dictionary.  He explained that codes mandatory and conditional were used in the data dictionary for flat file disposition.  

3. Review and finalize REQ/RXQ QEDM document

Mr. Behr reviewed the REQ/RXQ QEDM document located on the web at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/req_rgq_teis111004w1.doc.  Mr. Behr stated that redlines indicated the changes made at the October 13-14 TEIS meeting and that the TEIS would now discuss which redlines to accept and which should remain in the document.  Mr. Burden questioned why the RXQ was referencing WGQ standards in retail documents.  After a short discussion, Mr. Behr told the group that he would remove the WGQ references in the document.  

Mr. Behr then informed the group that all redlines pertaining to the Trading Partner Agreement (TPA) would remain until TPA issues were resolved.  Mr. Behr then explained that the section entitled “Internet Electronic for Non–NAESB Packages” was included because of an ERCOT request.  Mr. Dodson questioned if this request needed to be submitted to the Triage Subcommittee before the TEIS began their work on it.  Mr. Behr stated that he would discuss the issue with the REQ/RGQ EC at the November 17 meeting.  
Mr. Behr stated that the Retail Quadrants were discussing the use of the WGQ XYZ numbering system in retail documents, with the addition of another letter such as A to allow for more grouping.  He added that the proposed numbering system was also on the agenda for discussion at the November 17th EC meeting.

4. Next Meeting/Other Business
