1.
Welcome & Administration

Mr. Behr welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  Mr. Behr suggested that adoption of the minutes be postponed to the end of the meeting.  (The minutes were not adopted during this meeting).  Mr. Burden requested that the agenda be revised to include notation that it is a joint call with the WGQ Electronic Delivery Mechanism Subcommittee (EDM).  Mr. Behr also asked that discussion of the Enrollment Standards be added to Next Steps.  Mr. Rothfuss moved to adopt the revised agenda.  The motion passed unanimously.
2. Begin discussion of Retail 2006 Annual Plan Item 7/WGQ 2006 Annual Plan Item 5 - Prepare a joint analysis with the WGQ for AS2 and AS3 protocols as compared to the NAESB IET

The Retail TEIS and WGQ EDM have been assigned the joint analysis of the AS2 and AS3 protocols as compared to the NAESB Internet Electronic Transport.  The participants agreed it would be a beneficial exercise to draft a one or two page report that will compare and contrast the AS2 and AS3 protocols with the NAESB Internet Electronic Transport (IET).  Mr. Behr stated that the report should include a high level analysis as well as sections that list how many companies that are NAESB members are using Internet Electronic Transport or EDM.  Another section would restate the technical differences between AS2, AS3, and IET.  The report would also include reasons to maintain the status quo.
Mr. Burden volunteered to head the effort to conduct the above described analysis.  All of the participants volunteered to research these issues in order to have more specific discussion at the next meeting.  Mr. Burden will contact members of the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ) so that a section in the report can be dedicated to the protocol that is used by the WEQ.
The WGQ EDM and Retail IR/TEIS scheduled a two hour meeting at NAESB’s offices in Houston, Texas on January 12, 2007 from 10:00 AM to 12:00 PM Central.  The meeting will have conference calling capability and web conferencing for those who cannot attend in person.  The participants also requested that an exploder be created for discussions in between meetings.
3. Review Revised Technical Implementation Documents for Recommendation for Retail 2006 Annual Plan Item 1A – Billing and Payment
Next, the Retail IR/TEIS participants reviewed the changes Mr. Behr made to the Billing and Payment technical documents based on the capitalization document.  Mr. Behr’s revised document was posted as a work paper for this meeting:  Technical Implementation Document - Billing and Payment 11/29/06.  It is the expectation that the subcommittee will vote to send this recommendation to the Retail Executive Committees at its next meeting.
4. Technical Implementation of the Customer Information model business practices 
currently under development
The Retail IR/TEIS participants reviewed the revised technical documents drafted by Mr. Behr for the Customer Information model business practices that were posted as work papers for this meeting:  Technical Implementation Document - Customer Information 11/29/06.  The subcommittee also reviewed the work paper submitted by Mr. Rothfuss, Work paper submitted by D. Rothfuss, Duke Energy, that includes the pre-enrollment file layout used by Duke Energy with concentration on how Duke Energy codes for mass customer lists.  It is the expectation that the subcommittee will vote to send this recommendation to the Retail Executive Committees at its next meeting.
5. Technical Implementation of the Customer Invoice model business practices currently 
under development
Ms. Teel presented the technical documents for the Customer Invoice model business practices posted as work papers for this meeting:  810 Invoice (RTF Format), 810 Invoice (SEF Format).  Ms. Teel stated that Mr. Holiday of Southern Company has volunteered to review these documents.  Mr. Behr stated that he would draft his portion of the Customer Invoice technical documents in time for the next meeting.
6. Next Steps/Other Business

Mr. Behr asked where to find the model business practices drafted by the Retail Business Practices Subcommittee for Customer Enrollment.  Ms. Kennedy stated that this recommendation had been voted on by the Retail Executive Committees at the November 15, 2006 meeting and that notational ballots were outstanding to determine if the recommendation was adopted by the Executive Committees.  The draft of the Customer Enrollment model business practices is posted for formal comment is posted on the request page:  Revised Recommendation.  Assuming the requisite votes are received from the Executive Committee members to receive a super majority, this recommendation will be posted for member ratification by the REQ and RGQ members.
The Retail IR/TEIS scheduled a conference call on Wednesday, December 13, 2006 from 3:00 PM to 5:00 PM Central.  The agenda includes review and vote on the Billing and Payment transactions and Customer Information transactions.  Web conferencing will be available for this meeting.

The Retail IR/TEIS scheduled a meeting at NAESB’s offices in Houston, Texas on Thursday, January 11, 2007 from 9:00 AM to 4:00 PM Central.  During this meeting, the subcommittee will begin drafting the technical documents for the Customer Enrollment model business practices.  Web conferencing will be available for this meeting.

The Retail IR/TEIS will meet jointly with the WGQ EDM on Friday, January 12, 2006 from 10:00 AM to 12:00 PM Central at NAESB’s office in Houston, Texas.  The agenda for this meeting will be continued discussion and analysis of the AS2 and AS3 Protocols with the NAESB Internet Electronic Transport.
