Welcome & Administration

2. Review Comments Submitted on Recommendation for Retail 2006 Annual Plan Item 1A
The subcommittee reviewed the two sets of comments submitted on the recommendation for Retail 2006 Annual Plan Item 1A.  Mr. Rothfuss noted that the comments submitted by Baltimore Gas and Electric stated that terms need to be defined and some of the terms in the recommendation need to be capitalized while others need to be un-capitalized.  Mr. Behr suggested that the subcommittee appoint volunteers to review the Retail Quadrant Glossary of Defined Terms and review the recommendation and determine what terms need to be capitalized, what terms need to be un-capitalized, etc.

Mr. Behr asked whether the Wholesale Gas Quadrant defined terms that were data elements in the WGQ standards.  Ms. Kennedy stated that she would consult with members of the Wholesale Gas Quadrant to determine how definitions of data elements are treated in the WGQ standards.

Ms. Wise and Mr. Rothfuss volunteered to conduct the review of the existing Retail Quadrant Glossary and the draft recommendation.  They will formulate a spreadsheet of the terms and will note in one of four columns whether the term is already defined; whether the term needs to be defined; whether the term should be modified in the recommendation so that it is not capitalized; or whether the terms should be capitalized, but not defined.  The TEIS and IR will review this list during the next conference call and then present the list to the Retail BPS during the October 17-18 meeting.
3. Technical Implementation of the Customer Information model business practices 
currently under development
Mr. Behr will draft the technical documents for the Customer Information model business practices for presentation at the next TEIS and IR conference call.
4. Technical Implementation of the Customer Invoice model business practices currently 
under development
Ms. Teel will draft the technical documents for the Customer Invoice model business practices for presentation at the next TEIS and IR conference call.
