Welcome & Administration

Mr. Behr welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  Mr. Behr suggested that an item should be added to the agenda to include discussion of the draft model business practices for Customer Enrollment that the Retail Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS) posted for formal comment on October 18, 2006.  Mr. Rothfuss moved, seconded by Ms. Wise, to adopt the revised agenda.  The motion passed unanimously.
2. Review Comments Submitted on Recommendation for Retail 2006 Annual Plan Item 1A
Mr. Behr stated that the Retail BPS reviewed the capitalization of terms document and made some revisions during the October 17-18 meeting.  Mr. Behr volunteered to modify the Technical implementation document based on the discussion with the Retail BPS.  Mr. Behr stated that the Retail BPS also suggested that a disclaimer be inserted at the beginning of the EDISIM documents to note that not all capitalized words would be defined because EDISIM automatically capitalizes certain words.
Mr. Behr will post the revised Billing & Payment technical implementation document for a final review for the November 29, 2006 conference call.  It is the expectation that during the November 29 call, this document will be forwarded to the Retail Executive Committee for formal vote after the formal 30 day comment period.
3. Technical Implementation of the Customer Information model business practices 
currently under development
Mr. Behr reviewed the document posted as a work paper for this meeting: http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/req_rgq_teis_ir102606w1.doc.  Mr. Behr stated that any changes suggested by the Retail IR/TEIS will be made offline in the document Mr. Behr has on his computer.  Mr. Behr stated that the technical implementation specifications for Mass Customer List Request would be deleted per Retail BPS’ direction.  In Section 8.4 – Models, Mr. Behr stated that he would change the term “Customer Information Host” to “Distribution Company/Clearinghouse”.
Mr. Rothfuss volunteered to research the related model business practices that should be listed in Section 8.6.6 – Mass Customer List.

It is the expectation that during the November 29 call, this document will be forwarded to the Retail Executive Committee for formal vote after the formal 30 day comment period.

4. Technical Implementation of the Customer Invoice model business practices currently 
under development
Mr. Behr stated that he work with Ms. Teel to post the Customer Invoice technical implementation document (including the templates that need to be incorporated in this document) as a work paper for the November 29 meeting.
5. Technical Implementation of the Customer Enrollment model business practices 
currently under development
Mr. Behr stated that the IR/TEIS should begin drafting the technical implementation piece to correspond to the Customer Enrollment model business practices the Retail BPS posted for comment during the November 29 meeting.  Mr. Rothfuss volunteered to begin drafting this document and will provide a draft for review at the next meeting.  Mr. Behr stated that he would contact Ms. Edwards to determine if she will be available to participate in the next meeting.
Ms. Kennedy stated that she would post the final document for Customer Enrollment drafted by the Retail BPS as a work paper for the next meeting.
6. Next Steps/Other Business

Mr. Rothfuss requested that the IR/TEIS review the current workload for the two subcommittees.  The participants reviewed the most recently adopted Retail 2006 Annual Plan.
Mr. Behr requested that review of the AS2 and AS3 Protocols be added to the November 29 agenda.  Ms. Kennedy stated that she would make sure that the Wholesale Gas Quadrant (WGQ) Electronic Delivery Mechanism (EDM) Subcommittee was aware of the November 29 conference call, as this Annual Plan Item was jointly assigned to the TEIS and the WGQ EDM.
7. Adjourn 
The Retail IR/TEIS scheduled a joint conference call with web conferencing on November 29, 2006 from 10:00 AM to 1:00 PM Central.  During this call, the IR and TEIS will review the revised technical implementation documents for Billing & Payments; the technical documents for the Customer Information model business practices and the Customer Invoice model business practices; and begin work on Retail 2006 Annual Plan Item 7 - Prepare a joint analysis with the WGQ for AS2 and AS3 protocols as compared to the NAESB IET.  It is the expectation that the Billing & Payment and Customer Information documents will be voted to the Retail Executive Committees during this call.
Mr. Rothfuss moved, seconded by Ms. Wise, to adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 11:21 AM Central.
