Welcome & Administration

Mr. Rothfuss welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  Mr. Rothfuss moved to adopt the minutes from the following conference calls as drafted as the final minutes:  March 14, 2006, March 30, 2006, April 6, 2006, April 28, 2006, August 29, 2006, October 5, 2006, and October 26, 2006. 2. Review Revised Technical Implementation Documents for Recommendation for Retail 
2006 Annual Plan Item 1A – Billing and Payment

The subcommittee reviewed the document posted as a work paper for this meeting titled “Billing and Payment Technical Documents - Redline and Billing and Payment Technical Documents - Clean (Zip File)”.  Mr. Behr noted that the document is formatted similar to technical documents adopted by the Wholesale Gas Quadrant.  Mr. Behr moved to adopt the work paper as the technical implementation document for 2006 Annual Plan Item 1a – Billing and Payment (this item is 2007 Retail Annual Plan Item 1a) and to forward the document to the Retail Executive Committees for adoption.  The motion passed without objection.  Mr. Rothfuss volunteered to draft the recommendation for this item so that it can be posted for the required thirty day formal comment period.
3. Technical Implementation of the Customer Information model business practices 
currently under development
The subcommittee reviewed the document posted as a work paper for this meeting titled “Customer Information Technical Documents - Redline and Customer Information Technical Documents - Clean (Zip File)”.  Mr. Behr moved to adopt the work paper as the technical implementation document for 2006 Annual Plan Item 2a - Pre-Enrollment Customer Information and to forward the document to the Retail Executive Committees for adoption.  The motion passed without objection.  Mr. Behr volunteered to draft the recommendation for this item so that it can be posted for the required thirty day formal comment period.
4. Technical Implementation of the Customer Invoice model business practices currently 
under development
The subcommittee reviewed the comments Ms. Teel received from Mr. Holladay of Southern Company on the draft technical documents for the Customer Invoice model business practices currently under development.  Ms. Teel submitted Mr. Holladay’s comments via e-mail immediately prior to the call.  The comments are posted on the NAESB website:  Comments Submitted by M. Holladay, Southern Company on the Customer Invoice Technical business practices.
Mr. Behr noted that Ms. Teel used Direct Energy’s Customer Invoice practices as a starting point for the model business practices.  For the comments on the Header Section, Mr. Rothfuss suggested that Mr. Holladay’s comments be incorporated into the implementation guide.  The subcommittee agreed to incorporated the change suggested by Mr. Holladay to include “REF*110” for a customer account access code.  Mr. Holladay stated that this code value is generic to include information that is passed to the customer.  The subcommittee agreed to include “*DTM*140” as an optional field for revenue booking month.

For the Detail Section, Mr. Holladay suggested adding “REF*46 for old meter number as an optional field.  The subcommittee agreed to include that item as an optional field in the model business practices.  The subcommittee also supported using SAC10.
The next comment submitted by Mr. Holladay referenced how to send historical usage dates and usage information on the 810 as well as how to provide the current usage.  Mr. Behr stated that many companies represent that information in the form of a graph or a historical section.

For Mr. Holladay’s comments on the TXI, the subcommittee agreed to consider Mr. Holladay’s suggestions.
5. Next Steps/Other Business

No Other Business was discussed.

Mr. Rothfuss will draft the recommendation for 2006 Annual Plan Item 1A – Billing and Payment and Mr. Behr will draft the recommendation for 2006 Annual Plan Item 2a - Pre-Enrollment Customer Information.  Ms. Kennedy will post the recommendations for thirty comment so that the Retail Executive Committees can consider the recommendations at the February 7, 2007 meeting in Houston, Texas.
