FINAL MINUTES
1.
Welcome & Administration

Mr. Burden conducted the roll call and welcomed the meeting participants.  Mr. Overtree read the antitrust guidelines.  The subcommittee reviewed the January 24, 2007 draft minutes.  Mr. Burden asked that all references to “Model Business Practices” and “MBPs” be changed to “standards,” since WGQ does not use the terms “Model Business Practices” and “MBPs.”  Mr. Spangler moved, seconded by Ms. Wise, to adopt the January 24 minutes, as amended.  The motion passed without objection.  
Mr. Overtree pointed out that there is one other set of REQ/RGQ IR and TEIS draft minutes posted for the January 18, 2007 meeting that have not been adopted by the subcommittee.  Mr. Burden requested the January 18 draft minutes be placed on the agenda for the next meeting of this subcommittee.  

The subcommittee reviewed the draft agenda.  Mr. Burden asked if the Retail attendees wished to consider Retail-only items 5 and 6 at a separate meeting, and Mr. Behr agreed and asked Mr. Overtree to move items 5 and 6 to the next Retail IR/TEIS meeting agenda.  Mr. Rothfuss moved, seconded by Ms. Wise, to adopt the agenda as amended.  The motion passed without objection.  

2. Continue discussion on AS2 and AS3 Protocols comparison with the NAESB Internet Electronic Transport.  Review and discuss posted work paper
The subcommittee continued its review of Mr. Behr’s revised work paper, a proposed high level overview of the analysis of the Internet Electronic Transport (IET), as compared to the AS2 and AS3 Protocols.  The subcommittee compared the revisions to the comments at the January 24 meeting to ensure they were all incorporated.
Mr. Burden suggested deleting all references to AS1, since the Annual Plan does not require review of AS1.  Mr. Rothfuss noted that the references to AS1 do not complicate the comparison, so the subcommittee decided not to delete them.

Mr. Burden then read aloud two comments he received via email from Jess Cline:

· Add wording to indicate NAESB WGQ EDM Version 1.6 and beyond is encrypted using SSL.  The subcommittee decided to add to the end of the subsection “Encryption and Signatures” the words “the Internet ET encrypts the payload using OpenPGP/PGP and encrypts the entire communication session with 128-bit SSL.”
· Previously, GLN was agreed to be added and had not been.  Because there are many other differences between the protocols, the subcommittee decided not to detail the GLN distinction in the text, but rather add GLN to the table that is the third page of the work paper, immediately following the row heading titled “Receipts.”

Other changes decided by the subcommittee were to add HTTPS to HTTP, since both are now used, and to accept Mr. Spangler’s offer to redraft the final paragraph so it is more generalized and uses bulleting for clarity.
3.
Continue drafting responses to the Sandia Labs review of the Internet ET and REQ/RGQ/WGQ QEDMs - from simple/low impact items to more complex.

The question was asked:  why is Retail involved?  Mr. Burden replied that IET is a multi-Quadrant standard.

The subcommittee then discussed Sandia sections 7.1.1 through 7.1.15, without attempting to finalize the detailed language of each response, but merely to flag in shorthand words what needs to be done to draft the full responses, as follows:

7.1.1   Agree to incorporate Sandia’s comments
7.1.2   Cannot make security precautions mandatory
7.1.3   Can equate confidentiality standard of care to “same as company proprietary information”
7.1.4   Cannot change “should” to “shall” for Retail entities
7.1.5   Agree to incorporate Sandia’s comments  
7.1.6   Subcommittee members to research what NAESB members are currently doing
7.1.7   Subcommittee members to research what NAESB members are currently doing
7.1.8  Subcommittee members to research Research how big a problem this will be for market participants
7.1.9   Agree to incorporate Sandia’s comments
7.1.10 Believe NAESB already complies(?)  Subcommittee to research how big a problem this will be for market participants if it entails decryption immediately following processing of header. 
7.1.11   Depends on response to 7.1.6 through 10
7.1.12   Agree to incorporate Sandia’s comments
7.1.13   Agree to incorporate Sandia’s comments
7.1.14   Subcommittee members to research what NAESB members are currently doing
7.1.15   Agree to incorporate Sandia’s comments
Mr. Overtree undertook to draft and forward to Mr. Burden for review an amended table divided into the following columns:
· Column for Sandia Numeric reference

· Those requiring an explanation of current standards, but where a change in them is not desirable 

· Those the subcommittee agrees will require changes in the standards

· Those requiring additional research or thought
· A separate column for a brief description of the comments made in the meeting regarding research direction.  

The subcommittee also accepted volunteers to do some of the work listed under the last column above.
