The comparison of AS2/AS3 to NAESB Internet Electronic Transport 
The subcommittee carefully read paragraph by paragraph and made a number of non-substantive corrections.  However, Mr. Burden asked to delay the final vote until members that helped author the document could vote, given that completion of the comparison is well ahead of the Annual Plan schedule.  Everyone in attendance concurred in deferring the vote until at least April 20, 2007 meeting.

3. Review completed matrix of responses to Sandia Labs
Mr. Cline and Mr. Burden reported the results of more research called for by the matrix, and the results will be entered into the matrix and posted for the April 20 meeting.

4. Begin drafting detailed responses to Sandia Labs

The subcommittee had drafted the introduction and first four responses when Mr. Burden received an email from NAESB’s President indicating that responses beyond IET Manual or Standards changes have been waived by FERC and DoE.  Mr. Burden suggested that no further drafting occur until he could clarify with NAESB’s President.

The subcommittee thereupon devoted the remainder of the allotted time to discussing which Sandia recommendations justify IET Manual or Standards changes.
