1. Administrative
Mr. Burden opened the meeting and welcomed participants.  Mr. Overtree read the antitrust guidelines.  Participants introduced themselves.  Ms. Gonzalez noted that she corrected an error on the draft Agenda, changing “Adoption of April 16, 2007 minutes” to “Adoption of April 20, 2007 minutes.”  Mr. Behr moved to adopt the agenda as amended   The amended agenda was adopted by consensus.  The subcommittee reviewed and agreed with Mr. Burden’s proposed modifications to Items 1 and 3 of the April 20, 2007 minutes.  Ms. Wise moved to adopt the April 20, 2007 minutes as amended.  The amended minutes were adopted by consensus. 
2. Vote on forwarding to WGQ and Retail Executive Committees 
(with Recommendation re placement in IET Manual)

The comparison of AS2/AS3 to NAESB Internet Electronic Transport 
The subcommittee discovered a number of small changes needed (presentation to EC), as well as two larger changes—deletion of references to AS1 (not covered by Annual Plan) and to firewalls.  Mr. Burden agreed to make the changes, update the recommendation and forward for posting on naesb.org for the May 17 meeting for another consideration for voting.
3. Review matrix of Sandia Labs recommendations to select those that require IET Manual changes
The subcommittee reviewed the matrix as changed to date and found no additions or corrections necessary.
4.
Continue effort on the NAESB Response to the Sandia Review of the Internet ET and accompanying QEDMs.  This document will be comprehensive in nature (a final recommendation form, based on this document, will be compiled and sent to the respective ECs.
Mr. Burden noted that this draft contains Mr. Behr’s and Mr. Spangler’s suggested responses to items 7.1.1, 14, 15, 17, 18 and 20 and 7.2.1.  The subcommittee thereupon agreed on wording for responses to items 7.1.1, 2, 3 and 4.  In connection with the last, Mr. Burden asked whether or not naesb.org contains a link to the policy statement on the voluntariness of NAESB standards and model business practices (“should” vs. “shall”).  Ms. Wise requested that nist.com be elaborated upon, so the reader is aware of the identity of that organization.  Mr. Spangler suggested mentioning that standards and model business practices undergo periodic reviews prior to each publication or republication.
Mr. Behr noted that he intends to forward some more recommended responses for this document, and Mr. Burden emphasized that he welcomes such drafts from all.  He added that he intended to draft for review new 10.3.X standard.  
5. Next Meeting/Action Items for Next Meeting/Other Business
The subcommittee deferred to the May 17 meeting the scheduling of future meetings past May 24.
