1. Administrative
Mr. Burden opened the meeting and welcomed participants.  Mr. Overtree read the antitrust guidelines.  Participants introduced themselves.  Mr. Burden asked to defer no. 2 on the Agenda, the vote on the Recommendation for REQ/RGQ Annual Plan item number 6 and WGQ Annual Plan item number 4, due to errors occurring during transfer of subcommittee work paper to the standardized NAESB recommendation form.  Mr. Spangler moved to adopt the agenda as amended   The amended agenda was adopted by consensus.  Mr. Burden asked to amend no. 2 on the April 16, 2007 minutes, to replace specific member names with all those who participated in the drafting.  Ms. Wise moved to adopt the April 16, 2007 minutes as so amended.  The amended minutes were adopted by consensus. 
2. Vote on forwarding to WGQ and Retail Executive Committees (with Recommendation re placement in IET Manual)

The comparison of AS2/AS3 to NAESB Internet Electronic Transport 
Deferred.  Mr. Burden asked that the final version, as revised, be posted in clean form on naesb.org so all subcommittee members could review it for the next meeting.
3. Report by Chair re need for responses to Sandia Labs about its recommendations that do not lead to IET Manual changes
Mr. Burden reported on his conversation with NAESB’s President about her email that stated filing with Sandia Labs was only going to include final actions associated with the Sandia findings and subsequent subcommittee standards changes.  NAESB President further responded that we should note where we have opted not to follow said recommendation.  Further discussion among subcommittee members noted to document all line items in a detailed document both those changes made due to Sandia findings and those not made with subcommittee rationale.  Per the NAESB President’s request, a document showing only those changes made to the ratified standards will be presented to the EC as well as a second document, showing the detailed report for historical reference.
4. Review matrix of Sandia Labs recommendations to select those that require IET Manual changes
The subcommittee discussed the matrix at length and selected portions of a few additional recommendations to consider changing or adding to the Manual.  Research on digital signatures led to moving that recommendation to the “Changes” column.
5. Next Meeting/Action Items for Next Meeting/Other Business
The subcommittee moved its next meeting from May 4 to May 3 from 10:00 a.m. to Noon, in order to avoid Friday, and scheduled additional meetings on May 17, 2007 from 10:00 a.m. to Noon and May 24, 2007 from 10:00 a.m. to Noon.
The participants thereupon divided among themselves the drafting of redlines of IET Manual to deal with the following Sandia recommendations:

Mr. Spangler – 7.1.10, 17 and 18

Mr. Burden – All other sections listed on the matrix as requiring Manual changes.
