1. Administrative
Mr. Burden opened the meeting and welcomed participants.  Mr. Overtree read the antitrust guidelines.  Participants introduced themselves.  Mr. Burden explained the one change to the draft Agenda he proposes to Item no. 2.  Ms. Wise moved to adopt the agenda as amended   The amended agenda was adopted by consensus.  The subcommittee reviewed and agreed with Mr. Burden’s proposed modification to Items 1 of the May 4, 2007 minutes.  Mr. Spangler moved to adopt the May 4, 2007 minutes as amended.  The amended minutes were adopted by consensus. 
2.    Vote on forwarding to WGQ and Retail Executive Committees the comparison of        AS2/AS3 to NAESB Internet Electronic Transport Recommendation 
The subcommittee reviewed and approved of Mr. Burden’s deletion of references to AS1 (not covered by Annual Plan) and a few other minor changes.  Ms. Wise moved to adopt the Recommendation as amended and forward it for posting for comments and to the WGQ and Retail Executive Committees.  The motion was unanimously approved.
3.  
Continue effort on the NAESB Response to the Sandia Review of the Internet ET and accompanying QEDMs.  This document will be comprehensive in nature (a final recommendation form, based on this document, will be compiled and sent to the respective ECs.
The subcommittee reviewed and approved of Mr. Burden’s redraft of Sections 7.1.1, 7.1.2, 7.1.3 and 7.1.4, except for some wording improvements to 7.1.1, then proceeded to draft on webcast responses to 7.1.5, 7.1.6, 7.1.7 and 7.1.8.  

Re 7.1.5, Mr. Burden noted that he was drafting an amended standard on OpenPGP/PGP that prohibits sharing of private keys.  

Re 7.1.6 and 7.1.7, Ms. Wise volunteered to go through version 1.8 of the NAESB Internet ET and delete from the existing standards all references to the optionality of digital signatures and a clarification that they are now mandatory.  This effort not only will address numbered standards but also wording in various paragraphs throughout the Internet ET.  These amendments will be presented to the subcommittee for review when they are completed.  
Re 7.1.8, Mr. Behr volunteered to confer with his colleagues on the pros/cons of providing asynchronous responses (per our current Internet ET standards).  In addition he agreed to assist in researching the methods by which a business participant could forestall the send/receive process by providing false acknowledgements/error messaging.
5. Next Meeting/Action Items for Next Meeting/Other Business
The next meeting is a conference call with webcasting on May 23 from 10 am to noon Central.  

The subcommittee selected July 16, 2007 from 8 am to 5 pm Eastern for a face-to-face meeting potentially to be hosted by either BG&E (web casting conference room availability a plus, but not required) or by Mr. Behr’s choice of venue within driving distance of his office.
