Administrative







Mr. Jones welcomed the participants to the meeting.  Mr. Overtree gave the anti-trust guidance.  Participants introduced themselves.  Mr. Jones asked to delete from the draft agenda any approval of minutes, as October and December, 2006 have been approved and January 16-7, 2007 draft minutes are not yet available.  Mr. Precht moved to adopt the agenda as so modified.  The modified agenda was adopted by consensus.

Discussion and Vote on Recommendation for 2005 Annual Plan Item No. 3 – Customer Information
The subcommittee reviewed Mr. Precht’s draft Recommendation and approved 8 - 0 Mr. Precht’s motion to forward said Recommendation to the REQ and RGQ Executive Committees.
3.
Discussion and Vote on Recommendation for R05016 – Customer Billing and Payment Notification via UET
The subcommittee reviewed Mr. Precht’s draft Recommendation.  Mr. Precht suggested adding the word “Notification” to the titles for both MBP RXQ.9.3.2 and RXQ.9.3.3, for consistency with other such titles.  The subcommittee approved 8 - 0 Mr. Precht’s motion to forward said Recommendation, as so modified, to the REQ and RGQ Executive Committees.

Continue Discussion and Development of Model Business Practices for 2007 Annual Plan Item No. 3a(ii) – Customer Drop
The subcommittee reviewed the two Process Flow Diagrams, for Customer Drop Submitted by Distribution Company and for Customer Drop Submitted by Supplier.  Participants asked several questions, but no changes were suggested (later on in the conference call two arrows and a few box-words were discovered missing and some decision diamonds were found worded inconsistently).  Mr. Wolf undertook to make those corrections for the next conference call.  

The subcommittee next continued discussing Document #06-6J - Drop MBP work paper and proceeded all the way to the end of the current draft at section 10.3.4.15,  Then the subcommittee compared the process flow diagrams to the MBPs, to look for omissions and inconsistencies, then proceeded back through the entire draft to clarify ambiguities and correct inconsistent words and references.  In all, the subcommittee made more than two dozen changes online in web conference.  Mr. Precht undertook to polish and make consistent those corrections for the next conference call.  

5.
Next Steps
The subcommittee has future conference calls set for February 23, 2007 from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. Central and March 29, 2007.  Mr. Jones stated that the February conference call will begin with review of Mr. Precht’s redraft of the MBPs with today’s changes, his new section collecting all required data elements in the same section, Mr. Wolf’s changes and additions of MBP references to the two process flow diagrams, then proceed to Mr. Jones’ draft of Customer Account Information Changes MBPs and, should time and subcommittee decisions permit, consideration Mr. Precht’s draft Recommendation to the retail ECs regarding the (possibly) completed Customer Enrollment, Drop and Account Information Change MBPs.  

The subcommittee asked Mr. Eynon to schedule a Glossary subcommittee meeting for 9:30 a.m. Central on February 23 to discuss the definitions of certain capitalized words in the draft MBPs.  
The subcommittee agreed to defer to February 23 the decision on this subcommittee’s future conference calls and meetings, to work on Customer Inquiries and the Texas central registration model.  Mr. Precht noted that the Sandia Labs report requires nothing from this subcommittee.
