Voting Procedures

Procedural Votes (simple majority) are used for adopting agendas, minutes, adjourning, and other administrative items.

Balanced Votes are used to adopt Model Business Practices and work papers leading to Model Business Practices.  If all participants agree that a Balanced Vote is not needed, then a Procedural Vote can be used.  However, if one person disagrees, then Balanced Voting should be employed.

Because some Retail BPS participants commented that there would be a benefit to knowing the identities of the participants actually voting, the general practice will be to use Balanced Voting when moving proposed Model Business Practices out of BPS to either the Information Requirements Subcommittee (IR) or to the Executive Committee for posting and ratification.
