Mr. Precht welcomed the participants to the meeting.  Ms. Kirby gave the anti-trust guidance.  Participants introduced themselves.  Adoption of the February and March BPS minutes was postponed until the next meeting.  Mr. Precht moved to adopt the agenda and the agenda was adopted by consensus.    Mr. Precht reviewed his redline version of the February 2007 meeting minutes.  The BPS asked that the voting charts for the February and March meetings be attached to the minutes when adopted.  Due to technical difficulties, web conferencing was not available for this meeting.

NAESB Retail Update
Mr. Precht reviewed the agenda for the May 9, 2007 Retail EC meeting.  It was noted that five Recommendations were up for adoption.  The group reviewed the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission’s comments to the Customer Information MBPs.  The team accepted the comment of including a definition for Market Participant but did not accept the recommended change to RXQ.8.3.1.6 & 7.  Three days for processing will remain as it allows for more flexibility for those systems that do not use X12.

Discussion and Vote on MBPs for 2007 Annual Plan Item No. 3 (a) (iii) – Account Information Change
Mr. Precht moved to approve the MBPs for Account Information Change, along with the two models, and move them to the IR Subcommittee for technical development and to the EC for their consideration.  The motion was approved by consensus (9 votes in favor and 0 opposed.)  Mr. Precht will submit the recommendation to the NAESB office.

Discussion and Vote on IR/TEIS Proposed Customer Information Model Business 
Practices and Model
The group discussed the inclusion of a Synchronization List in the Customer Information MBPs.  Mr. Precht will discuss the addition with the EC.  The BPS noted that clarification was required from the IR/TEIS on why the model in document 11E “Customer Information Technical Work Paper” was needed.  The BPS noted that it most likely should not be included as a model in the MBPs.

Discussion on Customer Inquiries

The BPS asked to change the June 13, 2007 conference call to June 12, 2007.  The team will begin discussions on “Synchronization List” and Customer Inquiries.  The BPS also has a meeting scheduled for July 24-25, 2007 in Baltimore, Maryland.
