Administrative







Mr. Jones welcomed the participants to the meeting.  Mr. Overtree gave the anti-trust guidance.  Participants introduced themselves.  Mr. Precht requested that Document 07-9C be added to Agenda item 6 (later BPS agreed by consensus to postpone Agenda item 6) and that Document 07-10C (Proposed 2007 meeting schedule) be added to Agenda item 7.  Mr. Precht then moved to adopt the agenda as so modified.  The modified agenda was adopted by consensus.

Update from February 7, 2007 Executive Committee (EC) meeting
Mr. Precht related what happened at the EC meeting, and stated that the EC referred to BPS definitions, MBPs and a Model from IR/TEIS’s two Recommendations re: Technical Implementations of Billing and Payments, and Customer Information.  

Mr. Precht added that he recently discovered a few Billing and Payments MBPs that BPS had agreed upon, and forwarded to IR, but neglected to refer to the EC for approval.  There followed a discussion of the order of priorities for BPS. Mr. Precht undertook to develop a work paper lifting the proposed Definitions and the proposed MBPs from the IR/TEIS Recommendations.  This work paper woulod be placed on the agenda for discussion at the next BPS meeting.

Discussion and Vote on 2007 Annual Plan Item No. 3a(ii) – Customer Drop
The subcommittee next continued discussing Document #07-2C - Drop MBPs from the 1/31/07 conference call and made about 20 final changes online in web conference.  Ms. Edwards then moved that BPS approve the completed Drop MBPs and authorize Mr. Precht to draft a Recommendation to the Retail ECs re same, to be posted and forwarded for industry comment.  The motion was approved 5 - 0.
4.
Next Steps
The subcommittee changed its next conference call with web casting to March 23, 2007 from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. Central.  Ms. Alexander asked BPS to consider holding its May face-to-face meeting in Washington, DC either before or after the May 9 Retail ECs meeting there.  If meeting space and web casting are then and there feasible, BPS will meet in Washington on May 7 from 1 – 5 p.m. Eastern and May 8 from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. Eastern.  
The subcommittee also agreed on a June 13, 2007 conference call with web casting, as well as a face-to-face meeting with BG&E web casting on July 24-25 at BG&E, a September 5 conference call with web casting, an October 16-17 meeting with web casting at the NAESB offices in Houston and a December 4 conference call with web casting.
The subcommittee also agreed to ask Mr. Eynon to schedule a Glossary subcommittee meeting(s) in May to discuss the definitions of numerous capitalized words in IR/TEIS’s technical implementations.
