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There are no gas rules in Ohio addressing these two issues.  Duke Energy allows the customer to request budget billing, and we put the same asking amount on the bill for a standard offer customer or a choice customer.  When the budget billing payments come in, we pay all Distribution Company charges first and then pay the Supplier charges.
 

There is no allowance for Supplier payment plans on the electric side.  However, there are provisions for a supplier to request a budget billing amount for their charges.  The electric supplier can submit the budget billing amount on the original Enrollment Request, or the customer can be set up on a supplier budget billing amount at a later date on an Account Information Change Request.  The Account Information Change Request may also be used to change the supplier budget billing amount or to remove the customer from the supplier's budget billing plan.
