Welcome & Administration
Mr. Behr called the meeting to order at 1:05 PM Central.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust.  Mr. Rothfuss moved, seconded by Mr. Holladay, to adopt the agenda.  The agenda was adopted without objection.  The participants agreed to postpone the adoption of the December 2, 2005 minutes to the next meeting.
2.
Begin initial discussion and work on information requirements for the RXQ Customer 
Invoice (Billing and Payment) MBPs
Mr. Behr reviewed the draft Customer Billing and Payment Technical Implementation posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/retail_ir012606w1.doc.  Mr. Behr stated that he created the technical implementation based on the technical implementation of other retail model business practices.  The technical implementation for Customer Billing and Payment includes a sample paper transaction, data dictionaries, and code value dictionaries.
Mr. Rothfuss asked if it was the intention to include multiple fuels in the same bill in the technical implementation.  Mr. Behr stated that the Information Requirements Subcommittee has considered including multiple fuels in the same bill.  Mr. Rothfuss noted that the phrase “multiple parties” could refer to multiple commodities.  Mr. Behr stated that the technical implementation had been drafted for one invoice per account.  If the same account number exists for gas and electric transactions, then information for both commodities would be reflected.
Mr. Holladay stated that the technical implementation should include a corrected invoice that covers multiple months.  Mr. Behr agreed that the Customer Billing and Payment Technical Implementation should support the model Mr. Holladay described.  Mr. Holladay stated he would forward a multiple month corrected invoice X-12 transaction to Mr. Behr for review and inclusion in the technical implementation.
Mr. Rothfuss asked how the usage from one month to the next would be cross referenced using the proposed technical implementation.  Mr. Behr stated that the invoice does not provide usage in the invoice transaction and to include it would make the technical implementation more complex to and less likely to garner support.  After further discussion, the participants agreed that usage should be included as SAC entries to enable the usage to appear in the same place regardless of the parties of the transaction.  Mr. Behr stated that including the usage as SAC entries provides simplicity for the transaction, but allows for complexity behind the scenes for complex rate structures.
3.
Next Steps/Other Business
Mr. Behr stated that the next step is to have a detailed review of the Customer Billing and Payment Technical Implementation document by the IR Subcommittee.  He requested the participants to provide redline changes to the document prior to the call for posting as work papers.
The IR Subcommittee will hold a conference call on February 15, 2006 from 11:00 AM to 1:00 PM Central.  The conference call will include web conferencing.
