Meeting Notes
1.
Administration and Welcome
Mr. Bourbonnais opened the meeting participants in the room and on the phone.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  The agenda was adopted by consensus
2.
Review and discuss Demand Side Management and Energy Efficiency Activities
Mr. Koogler provided an overview of the progress of the Demand Side Management (DSM) and Energy Efficiency (EE) Subcommittee.  The NAESB DSM/EE Meeting Summary was posted as a work paper for this meeting.  Mr. Koogler noted that it has been determined that at this time the DSM and EE Subcommittee will focus on the measurement and verification of quantities of energy in peak demand and the development of business practice standards to address the measurement and verification of those quantities.  It has also been determined by the DSM and EE Subcommittee that the measurement and verification standards will address front end planning as well as back end measurement and verification.
Mr. Overtree stated that if NAESB made an assumption as to the effects of the peak of an energy reduction across the board, the FERC would likely support it.  Time of use meters would need to be used for all meters.  Mr. Koogler stated that the presentation by the New York ISO was informative.  It provided for market place bidding supply and demand side options so fair evaluations can be conducted.  Ms. McQuade stated that the DSM and EE Subcommittee should be able to develop business practices that do not run counter to existing programs.
Mr. Koogler noted that the DSM and EE Subcommittee had developed a task list divided into Retail and Wholesale categories captured in the work paper posted for this meeting:  NAESB DSM/EE Meeting Decisions and Assignment - 06/18/2007.

Mr. Overtree noted that California, Vermont, New York, and Texas currently have Demand Response programs in place.  Ms. McQuade noted that NERC has a Demand Response effort underway and that NAESB leadership plans to contact NERC to ensure that the efforts are coordinated.
The latest NAESB DSM/EE Distribution List - 06/28/2007 was posted as a work paper for this meeting.

Review and discuss 2007 Annual Plan
Next, the participants review the current 2007 Retail Annual Plan.  Ms. McQuade asked if the participants supported adding the DSM and EE Subcommittee task list as Attachment 3 to the Retail Annual Plan.  The participants supported adding the task list to the Annual Plan.
Mr. Precht noted that the Retail Business Practices Subcommittee plans to complete the model business practices for Customer Information by the end of 2007.  Mr. Spangler stated that the Retail Information Requirements and Technical Electronic Implementation Subcommittees are working with the Wholesale Gas Quadrant Electronic Delivery Mechanism Subcommittee to draft responses to the Sandia Report and plans to complete the task by the end of 2007.  Mr. Minneman will provide the review of the 2007 Retail Annual Plan during the Board meeting on June 28, 2007.

Update on Board Committees and Related Efforts Specific to Retail Quadrants
Mr. Bourbonnais stated that the Retail Structure Review Committee is due to provide a report to the entire Board in December 2007.  Mr. Bourbonnais asked if the participants in the DSM and EE Subcommittee are all NAESB members.  Ms. McQuade stated that well over the majority of the participants in the DSM and EE Subcommittee are not members.  Ms. McQuade stated that she would draft a letter to those who are attending the DSM and EE Subcommittee meetings and solicit their membership in NAESB.  Mr. Koogler and Mr. Bourbonnais volunteered to assist Ms. McQuade in the drafting of the letter.
