NAESB BOARD OF DIRECTORS RETAIL QUADRANTS LEADERSHIP MEETING
March 21, 2007 in Houston, TX
Meeting Notes
1.
Administration and Welcome
Mr. Zelenko welcomed the meeting participants in the room and on the phone.  Ms. Kirby read the antitrust guidelines.  The agenda was adopted as drafted by consensus.
2.
Review and discuss Demand Side Management and Energy Efficiency Activities
Mr. Bourbonnais reminded the group that development of Demand Side Management (DSM) and Energy Efficiency (EE) standards were an item of interest to increase retail gas and electric memberships in past meetings.  It was thought by certain members of the Retail Leadership that such standards would increase participation and interest in the retail electric and gas quadrants.  
Mr. Koogler stated that Advanced Energy had submitted Request R06024 (Standardize Method for Quantifying Benefits, Savings, Cost Avoidance and/or the Reduction in Energy Demand Derived From the Implementation of Demand Side Management and Energy Efficiency Programs).  Mr. Koogler added that it was included on the Retail Quadrants 2007 Annual Plan under item #10.  An initial meeting for the effort will be held at Department of Energy on April 11th.  A goal of the meeting is to come back with a better idea of the direction and goals of R06024.   Mr. Koogler said an earlier call had been held with key stakeholders and participants of the National Action Plan for Energy Efficiency (NAPEE) effort.  There was discussion that the efforts of NAESB to draft a business practice standard for determining the cost effectiveness of a program were complementary but not the same as the effort of NAPEE to develop guidelines and a guidebook on the measurement and verification of EE and DSM.  Mr. Koogler said that the NAESB effort would be more likely to effect a cost/benefit decision on a program prior to the program be implemented and the NAPEE guidelines would most likely be used to measures the effectiveness of the program after implementation, such as the determination of actual load reduction.
Mr. Overtree suggested that the American Council for an Energy Efficient Economy (ACEEE) be contacted because of their work on EE programs.  Mr. Koogler stated that ISO New England would most likely be asked to speak at the April 11th meeting on their efforts in this area as related to the wholesale markets.  Ms. Kirby clarified that the representatives of the gas market would also be contacted to determine if there were natural gas interests to be represented at the meeting.  Several members of the retail leadership volunteered to contact various representatives of the industry to determine if there were interested in attending the meeting.    

3.
Review and discuss 2007 Annual Plan
Mr. Precht noted that item 3(a)(ii) “Customer Drop” of the 2007 annual plan should be noted as complete.  Mr. Precht noted that under item 1(a) “Develop additional model business practices for reversal and reissue, transformer loss factors, budget billing and payment plans, and missed bill windows” the definitions had been given back to the BPS and the BPS would develop a plan to address them.  

Mr. Koogler noted that the provisional item “Retail Meter Data Validation, Editing & Estimating: Develop procedures for insuring the integrity and validity of retail customer metering data that is needed by utilities and suppliers for billing, etc. Issues related to unbundled or competitive metering are not to be considered” had been provisional for the retail quadrants but was being discussed with new interest among such groups as Edison Electric Institute.  Mr. Bourbonnais noted that EPRI was also doing work on Net Metering.  It was noted by participants that the results of the Demand Side Management effort could have some effect on a potential Net Metering standards drafting effort. 
4.
Update on Board Committees and Related Efforts Specific to Retail Quadrants
Mr. Bourbonnais noted that the Retail Structure Review Committee would most likely meet in the spring to determine the effect of the Demand Side Management effort on the retail quadrants.  He recommended phone calls to state commission offices to determine which offices would be represented at the April 11th meeting and which were interested in the development of such standards.  

Mr. Bourbonnais noted that an effort should be made to reach out to National Accounts.  The participants noted that the Resources Committee should include DSM in their membership discussions the following day prior to the Board meeting.  It is also likely that the Retail Awareness Committee will meet to discuss R06024 and its effect on the retail quadrants.   
5.
Board Agenda Review 
The group noted the importance of keeping NARUC informed of NAESB activities.  Mr. Bourbonnais noted that the annual Advisory Council meeting in Washington, D.C. was an effective place to communicate with NARUC representatives.  Mr. Koogler noted the importance of keeping NARUC informed of NAESB activities as related to DSM and EE.  It was suggested that members of the retail leadership should begin making phone calls to the offices of the state commissioners to inform them of the NAESB effort as related to DSM and EE.  Mr. Bourbonnais and Mr. Zelenko suggested a brief outline of the results of the April 11th NAESB meeting be completed.  That document could then be distributed to more effectively inform industry participants and state commissions of the effort.    
6. 
Highlights of Retail Quadrants Executive Committee Activities
It was noted that the various Retail Quadrant subcommittees had made progress on several of the assigned standards drafting activities.  Mr. Bourbonnais noted that Ms. Kiselewich would give a comprehensive review of the Executive Committee activities during the March 22nd Board meeting.

No new business was discussed at this time.
