Dear Triage Committee and EC members,
The three requests were triaged as follows: 

For R06025 –submitted by Bob Harshbarger of Puget Sound Energy:

This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ); and (3) because it is a request to modify Appendix D of WEQ 004 to add an explanation for the terms "required" and "correctable", to add a sentence clarifying that tag data elements are not correctable and are not required, and to make the element of Energy Product Type required, it is assigned to the WEQ Joint Interchange Scheduling Working Group (WEQ JISWG). There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WEQ JISWG. 

For R06026 – submitted by Bob Harshbarger of Puget Sound Energy:

This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ); and (3) because it is a request to modify WEQ-004 Coordinate Interchange Business Practice Standard requirement 2.2 and the table contained in Appendix A part B, to exempt WECC, it is assigned to the WEQ Joint Interchange Scheduling Working Group (WEQ JISWG). There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WEQ JISWG. 

For R06027 – submitted by Jim Hansen of Seattle City Light on behalf of the NERC/NAESB JISWG:

This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ); and (3) because it is a request to develop an enhanced functionality specification for an Electric Industry Registry for the wholesale electric industry where the functions described in the specification would be classified as commercial in nature, it is assigned to the WEQ Joint Interchange Scheduling Working Group (WEQ JISWG). There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WEQ JISWG. 

The recommended dispositions for the requests and the requests themselves were forwarded to the Triage Subcommittee and the EC members on February 1.  There were no dissenting comments received.  As such, the requests are considered in scope and assigned as noted above.
