NAESB Triage Actions Taken on R06025-R06027
Dear Triage Committee and EC members,
The four requests were triaged as follows: 

For R07001 – submitted by  Paul Sorenson of OATI:

This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ); and (3) because it is a request to Develop a standard mechanism to implement a “RECALL” of transmission capacity from an existing confirmed transmission service reservation/Specify the technical requirements for implementation of a new OASIS request type, RECALL, it is assigned to the WEQ Electronic Scheduling Subcommittee and Information Technology Subcommittee (WEQ ESS/ITS). There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WEQ ESS/ITS. 

For R07002 – submitted by Paul Sorenson of OATI:

This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ); and (3) because it is a request to divide the OASIS S&CP into two documents: The S&CP and an Implementation Guide, it is assigned to the WEQ Electronic Scheduling Subcommittee and Information Technology Subcommittee (WEQ ESS/ITS). There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WEQ ESS/ITS. 

For R07003 – submitted by Paul Sorenson of OATI:

This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ); and (3) because it is a request to clarify the S&CP implementation of the DEFERRAL request, it is assigned to the WEQ Electronic Scheduling Subcommittee and Information Technology Subcommittee (WEQ ESS/ITS). There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WEQ ESS/ITS.

For R07004 – submitted by Alan Pritchard of Duke Energy:

This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ); and (3) because it is a request to develop business practice and technical standards for assigning, tracking, and limiting rollover rights, it is assigned to the WEQ Electronic Scheduling Subcommittee and Information Technology Subcommittee (WEQ ESS/ITS). There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WEQ ESS/ITS.
The recommended dispositions for the requests and the requests themselves were forwarded to the Triage Subcommittee and the EC members on February 15.  There were no dissenting comments received.  As such, the requests are considered in scope and assigned as noted above.
