NAESB Triage Actions Taken for R07008-R07011
Dear EC Members, EC Alternates, Requesters and members of the wholesale gas and wholesale electric quadrants of NAESB,
The four requests out for consideration were triaged as follows with no requests for conference calls for discussions, and no adverse comments received:

For R07008 – submitted by Mitchell Whitehead of Texas Gas Transmission:

This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Gas Quadrant (WGQ); and (3) because it is a request to add bidder email and bidder phone to the award download data set to meet tariff requirements of providing bidder information to the releasing shipper on a recallable deal, it is assigned to the WGQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS). There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WGQ BPS. 

For R07009 – submitted by Bill Hebenstreit of Cheniere Marketing:

This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Gas Quadrant (WGQ); and (3) because it is a request review and update the Physical gas Annex to ISDA Agreement, based on the recently completed revised NAESB Base Contract for Sale and Purchase of Natural Gas (NAESB Standard 6.3.1, 9/5/06) it is assigned to the WGQ Contracts Subcommittee. There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WGQ Contracts Subcommittee. 

For R07010 – submitted by Paul Sorenson of OATI:
This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ); and (3) because it is a request to modify the NAESB Coordinate Interchange Standard to require that Scheduling Entity be a required field in every submitted request for interchange to remove ambiguity from the process of evaluating and approving requests for interchange (RFIs), it is assigned to the WEQ Electronic Scheduling Subcommittee and Information Technology Subcommittee (WEQ ESS/ITS). There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WEQ ESS/ITS. 

For R07011 – submitted by Micki Schmitz of Northern Natural:

This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Gas Quadrant (WGQ); and (3) because it is a request to add code values to Charge Type element in Transportation/Sales Invoice dataset to indicate that the charge type is for fuel units purchased rather than retaining fuel in kind, it is assigned to the WGQ Information Requirements Subcommittee (WGQ IR). There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WGQ IR. 

The noted dispositions for the requests and the requests themselves were forwarded to the Triage Subcommittee and the EC members on August 10.  As noted above, there were no dissenting comments received.  As such, the requests are considered in scope and assigned as noted above.  Please note that this communication serves as notice to the subcommittee chairs of the subcommittees to which the requests are assigned.
