Scope of items to be addressed in Item B of R05004:
1. Partial service once a TP knows what is available how does TP respond to Customer’s request (profiling)
2. Once responded, do we provide Customers the ability to adjust capacity before confirmed (Rebid of MWs) (Rebid is not required by 110 FERC 61094)
3. Customers time to respond on the rebid
Discussion on language below:

Follow up changes to S&CP (could include addition S&CP) (modify the Rebid actions in S&CP) - defined in 4.2.10.2
How would the standard be written for non-firm? 
19.7 only addresses firm

For non-firm: counter offer is not required 

Partials will be offered for firm

Profiling should remain within product type (i.e. yearly to yearly, monthly to monthly – cannot profile to a lower level of service)

Partial Service in S&CP – 4.2.13.2  
The provider must offer an provide the portion of the request for firm that can be accommodated.    

Partial offers shall be  at the same SERVICE_INCREMENT as the service request.

The profile’s time segments must be the same as a request’s SERVICE_INCREMENT.  For example, you aren’t permitted to submit a weekly request with daily profile segments or a daily request with hourly profile segments.   

   A weekly request shall not have daily increments.  
However, different service increment segments may vary depending on capacity availability.

Each profile segment would have a different MW value.    

 Last sentence is provided for in (93 FERC 61,081)
Draft Standard for Partial Service (because this is clarification to OASIS S&CP, it will most likely be included in the Technical Implementation Guide)
The TP shall offer partial long term Firm service in response to a long term Firm request and shall offer partial short term Firm service in response to a request for short term Firm service.  The TP is not required to offer short term service in response to a long term Firm request.  
To the extent the TP does not contradict section 19.7 of the Pro Forma Tariff, CAPACITY_GRANTED shall be at a constant level of capacity within a given SERVICE_INCREMENT.  For example, partial offers for annual service may vary in CAPACITY_GRANTED from year to year but not within each year and partial offers for monthly service may vary in CAPACITY_GRANTED from month to month but not within the month.
