NAESB is proposing the following language for Partial Service Offers: 
The TP shall offer partial long term Firm service in response to a long term Firm request and shall offer partial short term Firm service in response to a request for short term Firm service. The TP is not required to offer short term service in response to a long term Firm request. 
To the extent the TP does not contradict section 19.7 of the Pro Forma Tariff, CAPACITY_GRANTED shall be at a constant level of capacity within a given SERVICE_INCREMENT. For example, partial offers for annual service may vary in CAPACITY_GRANTED from year to year but not within each year and partial offers for monthly service may vary in CAPACITY_GRANTED from month to month but not within the month.
BPA submits the following comments : 
BPA offers long-term service based on an " Extended"  Yearly Service Increment.  BPA feels that both its Tariff and the Service Increment standard definition for Extended Yearly allow  an offer of partial long-term Firm service to be for as long as possible.  This may result in an offer of seventeen months at a constant level to a request for three years of service.  While this offer is contrary to the proposed language: "partial offers for annual service may vary in CAPACITY_GRANTED from year to year but not within each year ", it is still consistent with NAESB's proposal since it does "not contradict section 19.7 of the Pro Forma Tariff."  If it is determined that the proposed does not allow this interpretation, then BPA would like to discuss this further.
