This was done on a case between Morgan Stanley Capital Group vs Illinois Power Company, 83 FERC 61,204 (pages 61,909, 61,912 (1998)). FERC stated that article 19.7 of the OATT means that the TP is required to offer redispatch or partial (Monthly) service even though annual service was requested.

Dear NAESB WEQ Members and Interested Industry Participants,

The WEQ BPS requests informal comments on draft standards language for Request R05004 (Develop transmission service request and scheduling standards using TTC/ATC/AFC and CBM/TRM) Item B (granting of partial service by capacity requested, both partial period and partial MW).  At this time, the subcommittee plans to include the language in the WEQ Technical Implementation Guide, currently under plans for drafting in the WEQ ESS/ITS.  The draft language is included below for your convenience:

The TP shall offer partial long term Firm service in response to a long term Firm request and shall offer partial short term Firm service in response to a request for short term Firm service.  The TP is not required to offer short term service in response to a long term Firm request.  

To the extent the TP does not contradict section 19.7 of the Pro Forma Tariff, CAPACITY_GRANTED shall be at a constant level of capacity within a given SERVICE_INCREMENT.  For example, partial offers for annual service may vary in CAPACITY_GRANTED from year to year but not within each year and partial offers for monthly service may vary in CAPACITY_GRANTED from month to month but not within the month.
For further information on the development of this language, please see the June 12, 2006 Final Minutes, the July 11-12, 2006 Draft Minutes, and the July 19, 2006 Draft Minutes.  Comments submitted will be reviewed by the WEQ BPS and ESS/ITS during the late September/early October meeting for the BPS and ESS/ITS.  (This meeting date has yet to be scheduled.)
