Dear NAESB WEQ Members and Interested Industry Participants,

The WEQ BPS and ESS/ITS met via conference call on December 6, 2006.  During that meeting, the definition found below was proposed for Contract Path.  This definition was drafted by the subcommittees to address Item 1D (defining whether contract path (for systems using flow-based analysis) is between control areas or between Transmission Service Providers (new requirement, would not apply to Western or ERCOT interconnection)) of Request R05004A.
Contract Path: A predetermined electrical path established for scheduling and commercial settlement purposes that represents the continuous flow of electrical energy between the parties to a transaction. The contract path is between Transmission Service Providers but does not necessarily represent the actual path of energy flow.
