D) defining whether contract path (for systems using flow-based analysis is between control areas or between Transmission Service Providers (new requirement, would not apply to Western or ERCOT interconnection).

E) processing of transmission service requests, which use CBM/TRM – including the amount of CBM to be made available as Non-firm Transmission Service (for example, WEQSCP-0001-4.5)
