Subject: Supplemental comments on RO5001 Draft CIBP

I would like to submit the following supplemental comments to NAESB to clarify the previous submission by ERCOT on RO5001:

The comments provided were mainly for clarification of the procedures identified in Appendix A of the draft CIBP only.  We would like to reiterate that ERCOT is a non-FERC jurisdictional entity and that this proposed business practice should not include reference to ERCOT if this document is submitted for approval at FERC.  Please refer to the comments previously submitted by the RTO/ISO Council on this matter.

Inappropriate Information in Appendix A: Appendix A includes procedures related to ATC calculations and coordination between specific areas that should not be a part of a Coordinate Interchange Business Practice.

Additionally, requirements for ERCOT (a non-FERC jurisdictional entity) should be deleted from a document that will receive FERC approval.

Since the actual business practice requirements for scheduling between the three Interconnections are found within regional Operating Guides and local transmission tariffs, it is not appropriate to replicate those requirements in an intercontinental wide business practice since those requirements apply only to portions of the continent.  We ask NAESB to consider removing Appendix A in its entirety and move any relevant requirements in the requirements section.

ERCOT supports this comment by the RTO/ISO Council.
