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Obligations of Transmission Customers delivering Designated Network Resources utilizing Firm Network Service.

(a) Each Transmission Customer wishing to deliver firm capacity and energy to network load utilizing firm network service must certify that the generation capacity is owned or purchased and is only being counted as firm capacity by the Balancing Authority where the designated network load is located, and the network allocated resources are  not simultaneously designated as a network resource for any other network customer load in any other Balancing Authority
(b) A Transmission Customer must: 

(1) Submit the DNR request on the OASIS of the Transmission Provider providing the firm network service to the network load and meet all requirements of the Transmission Provider’s OATT to qualify as a Designated Network Resource (DNR).  

(2) Provide the attached written and signed certification to the Transmission Provider providing the firm network service as part of the TSR evaluation process.
(3) Certify any transmission service that is backed by a DNR is firm transmission that is used to deliver to the border of the transmission provider system ( TP providing firm network service) and may be interrupted only for reliability reasons.
