Final Minutes
1. Welcome
Mr. Dison opened the meeting at 10:05 a.m. central.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  Mr. Dison stated he wanted to make a few changes to the agenda:  add a bullet to Item 1 for Leadership Changes, and insert a new Item 6 for OASIS II Update.  Ms. Rehman made a motion to adopt the agenda as amended that was seconded by Mr. Mitreski.  The amended agenda was adopted without dissent.  Mr. Mitreski made a motion to adopt the Draft Minutes from November 18-19, 2004 that was seconded by Ms. Rehman.  The minutes were adopted as final minutes without dissent.  Mr. Dison told the group this would be his last meeting as co-chair of the WEQ ESS/ITS.  Mr. Rodriquez said this would be his last meeting as co-chair of the WEQ ESS/ITS and he would no longer be co-chair of the Joint OASIS II Implementation Task Force.
2. Review of Order 2004 Standards After Guidance Received from FERC in WGQ NOPR of 12/21/04
The committee reviewed the Standards for Business Practices of Interstate Natural Gas Pipelines Notice of Proposed Rulemaking and Termination Order issued by the FERC on December 21, 2004 (NOPR) (posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_its011205w1.doc).  Mr. Dison read paragraphs 10 and 11 of the NOPR and asked the committee to discuss the meaning of those sections and what action, if any, the committee wanted to take regarding the statements from the FERC in those sections.
After discussion with Mr. Cargas, the committee decided not to take action on these issues at this time.  Mr. Cargas stated FERC staff had informed Ms. McQuade they will review the WEQ standards scheduled to be filed with FERC on or about January 17, 2005 to determine if the WEQ standards are sufficient to comply with paragraphs 10 and 11 of the NOPR.  Mr. Cargas stated Ms. McQuade had advised the committee to wait for a response from FERC on these issues.  Mr. Cargas reminded the group the WEQ Executive Committee will discuss creating a standards review subcommittee to interpret standards at its meeting on February 1, 2005.  The committee agreed with Mr. Cargas’ and Ms. McQuade’s guidance.

Next, the committee discussed the FERC Order 2004-C:  Standards of Conduct for Transmission Providers Final Rule; Order on Rehearing of Order No. 2004-B (Order 2004-C) posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_its011205w6.doc.  Mr. Dison stated the changes that needed to be made to the WEQ Standards of Conduct pursuant to Order 2004-C could be made under Request Number R04036, because the language of the request states “[A]s such, any changes that may be necessary as a result of FERC Order 2004-C should be handled via this request.”  Mr. Wood and Ms. Rehman volunteered to begin making changes to the Standards of Conduct pursuant to Order 2004-C.
3. Discussion of WEQ ESS and ITS Requests
Update on R03007 – Public Key Infrastructure:  The committee discussed the status of Request Number R03007.  Ms. Rehman stated the NERC team that has been working on this project should have a final draft to compare with an ESS/ITS recommendation soon.  Mr. Stone volunteered to follow up with Mr. Sorenson and to draft a work product for the committee to review at the next ESS/ITS meeting.

Request R04006C1 – Request to revise S & CPs to implement Release Mechanism:  Request Number R04006C1 is a continuation of R04006.  The request seeks to review and revise the S & CPs to implement the release function created by OASIS Business Practices Section 10.5.3.  For more information this request is posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/r04006c1.doc.  Mr. Wood volunteered to draft a strawman recommendation for this request for review at the next WEQ ESS/ITS meeting.
Request R04020 – Request to establish electronic scheduling timelines:  Next, the committee reviewed Request R04020 which seeks to “establish business standards relating to electric transaction scheduling and timelines.”  Mr. Dison reminded the group this request has been assigned by the NAESB Triage Committee to the WEQ ESS/ITS, but when the request was presented the Joint Interface Committee (JIC), the JIC asked the requesters to provide additional information to the JIC before it made a decision.  Ms. York, and Ms. Crockett, the requestors on behalf of Tennessee Valley Authority (TVA), drafted a Scoping Document in response to the JIC’s request.  The request is posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/r04020.doc and the Scoping Document is posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/r04020_scoping_doc_revised.doc.  The Scope section of the Scoping Document states that the request seeks to “resolve issues raised” during the Gas Electric Coordination Task Force (GECTF) effort, and Seams Issue Numbers 79 and 106 in the “category/1st sub-category ‘Transaction Scheduling/Interchange Scheduling and Standardized Protocols.’ As found in the Seams Issues Matrix.” Mr. Dison stated the JIC is scheduled to consider this request again at its next meeting in Tampa, Florida on January 18, 2005.  Mr. Dison said he was optimistic this request would be assigned to NAESB by the JIC.
Mr. Dison asked the group how it should begin working on this request if it is indeed assigned to the NAESB by the JIC.  After discussion, Mr. Dison suggested a Market Timelines Task Force be created to begin working on proposals for this request.  Mr. Dison asked Ms. Kennedy to contact the requestors, Ms. York, and Ms. Crockett, and to contact those who submitted Seams Issue Numbers 79 and 106 for possible leadership of the Market Timelines Task Force.  Mr. Dison stated that the agenda for the next WEQ ESS/ITS should include staffing and setting up meetings for the Market Timelines Task Force.
Request R04035 – Request to clarify OASIS 1A nomenclature and amend WEQ Standard 4.19:  Mr. Dison told the group this was a new request the Triage Committee had assigned to the WEQ ESS/ITS, and that would also be before the JIC on January 18th.  Mr. Dison reminded the group that this request was drafted by this committee to consider comments submitted for recommendations R04005-A, R04006-B and R04006-C that were out of scope of the original requests, but the committee considered worthy of consideration, and to clarify section 4.19 of the OASIS Baseline Business Practices among other items.  This request is posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/r04035.doc.  The comments to be considered for this request have been compiled into one document titled “Attachment 1 to R04035” which is posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/r04035a1.doc.
Mr. Mitreski reviewed the modifications to the existing examples for the OASIS Business Practices.  This document was posted as a work paper for this meeting at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_its011205w11.doc.  After discussion, the committee decided a new request should be drafted to modify sections 9.5 and 10.5 of the OASIS Business Practices to clarify the rights or obligations of a provider who counteroffers a redirected transmission and to include in this request the potential in Standards and Communication Protocols for the transmission provider to have the ability to block a confirmation.  Mr. Sorenson volunteered to draft this request.  Mr. Mitreski stated he would continue to work on the examples and volunteered to draft the examples for the new request.
Mr. Dison asked the group if anyone wanted to volunteer to begin working on Request R04035 over the ESS and ITS exploders.  No one at the meeting volunteered to do this.  Mr. Dison asked Ms. Kennedy to send a note over the ESS and ITS exploders to ask for volunteers to work on this request.

Request R04036 – Request to amend definitions, terms and numbering of WEQ Order 2004 (affiliate) standards:  Mr. Dison asked Ms. Rehman and Mr. Wood to work on this request since they had volunteered to incorporate the changes to the Standards of Conduct pursuant to Order 2004-C.  Ms. Rehman and Mr. Wood agreed to do so.
Request R04037 – Request to revise NERC Registry for use by OASIS:  Mr. Dison stated that Mr. Sorenson had submitted this request on behalf of the WEQ ITS to “revise the basic structure and enhance the capabilities of the NERC Registry, for the registration of critical information needed by the WEQ for OASIS enhancements.”  The request is posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/r04037.doc.  Mr. Dison stated this was a new request that had been assigned to the WEQ ITS by the Triage Committee, but had not been assigned to NAESB by the JIC.  Mr. Dison said the request would be considered by the JIC at its January 18th meeting.
Mr. Sorenson further explained what needs to be done for this request.  Mr. Sorenson said that this request is to help ensure that NERC and NAESB coordinate on any changes to the registry.  Mr. Dison stated this request should be assigned to the Joint NERC/NAESB Registry Task Force created at the WEQESS/ITS meeting on November 18, 2004.
Mr. Dison asked Mr. Sorenson to be the leader on the NAESB side for the NERC/NAESB Registry Task Force meeting scheduled for January 26th and 27th at the NAESB Offices in Houston, Texas and to contact the leader for the NERC side of the Registry Task Force to ensure an agenda is created and posted and that NERC and NAESB participants are still planning on attending the meeting scheduled for January 26th and 27th.
Request R05001 – Amend R03013 to align Coordinate Interchange Transactions with Version 0:  This request is posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/r05001.doc.  This request was submitted by Mr. Carter on behalf of Southern Company to amend the Coordinate Interchange Transactions standards so that they are aligned with Version 0.  Mr. Dison stated that Mr. Carter was the chair of the Coordinate Interchange Business Practices Task Force and suggested that work on this request be assigned to this Task Force.  Those present at the meeting and on the phone agreed.  Mr. Dison asked Ms. Kennedy to contact Mr. Carter to coordinate meetings of the Coordinate Interchange Business Practices Task Force to ensure all of the meetings are publicly noticed.
4. Update from OASIS 1A Task Force
Draft of Recommendation R04006-D – Resales (dated 11/5/04):  Mr. Sorenson stated the discussions during the OASIS 1A Task Force meetings have included discussions about whether the third party holds those rights with the same attributes associated with them the original buyer would have enjoyed when rights are sold to a third party.  Mr. Dison stated the philosophical differences have to do with implementation bias.  There was significant discussion on this issue, but no decisions were made about how the recommended standards should be drafted.
Mr. Dison reminded the group that if those who participate in the OASIS 1A Task Force meetings to finish drafting the recommendation for Request R04006-D cannot agree on one set of recommended standards, then they should provide two or three proposals to the WEQ ESS/ITS for a balanced vote.  Mr. Dison added that the balanced vote will determine what recommendation will go the WEQ Executive Committee.
Mr. Dison asked Ms. Kennedy to contact Mr. Harshbarger, the chair of the OASIS 1A Task Force, to coordinate OASIS 1A Task Force meetings to finish drafting the Resales Recommendation.
5. Update on OASIS Industry Conference
The committee reviewed the agenda submitted by Mr. Scott posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_its011205w4.doc.  Mr. Dison requested that Item 4 be changed so that it says the person presenting an overview of the current OASIS effort would be the new chair of the ESS/ITS instead of himself.  Mr. Dison also suggested an agenda item be added to provide a perspective on the future of OASIS from each segment of the industry.
Mr. Dison asked Mr. Sorenson to work with Ms. Kennedy to refine the agenda and to work with NERC staff to coordinate the conference.  The agenda with the changes suggested during the meeting is posted as an attachment to these minutes at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_its011205a2.doc.  Mr. Dison stated he would inform the WEQ Executive Committee about the OASIS Industry Conference and the progress that has been made to coordinate the conference at its meeting on February 1st.
6. OASIS II Update
Mr. Rodriquez told the group the JOITF had formed subgroups to work on specific areas of OASIS II Implementation Stage 1.  The Publish/Subscribe Group had two conference calls in December and January.  Mr. Rodriquez stated he would be providing an update to the WEQ Executive Committee on the progress of the Joint OASIS II Implementation Task Force (JOITF) at its meeting on February 1st.
7. Next Meetings
The next meeting of the WEQ ESS/ITS is scheduled on March 9th and 10th in Houston at the NAESB offices.  The meeting is scheduled from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. Central time on March 9th and from 9 a.m. to 12 p.m. on March 10th.  A list of action items assigned at this meeting is posted as an attachment to the minutes on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_its011205a1.doc.  The action items will be the basis for the agenda items for the meeting on March 9th and 10th.
8. Other Business
No other business was discussed.
9. Adjourn
Mr. Rodriquez made a motion to adjourn that was seconded by Ms. Rehman.  The meeting adjourned at 4:30p.m. on January 12, 2005.  The group did not meet on January 13th.
