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Final Minutes
1. Welcome
Mr. Sorenson opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  The agenda was revised to include a review of the proposed revisions to the Standards & Communication Protocols to implement the business practice standards ratified in Final Action R04006D – Resales and Transfers.  This item was inserted as item 4 and the rest of the items were renumbered accordingly.  Mr. Saini moved, seconded by Mr. Wood, to adopt the revised agenda.  The motion passed without objection.
2. Continue the review of the draft Implementation Guide and proposed revision to the S&CPs drafted by Mr. Sorenson
Next, the subcommittee reviewed the Implementation Guide drafted by Mr. Sorenson and posted as a work paper for this meeting:  NAESB WEQ OASIS Implementation Guide - 12/13/06.  Mr. Sorenson noted that the subcommittee agreed to divide the existing WEQ OASIS Standards & Communication Protocols (S&CPs) into two separate parts:  the business process documentation (to be included in the Implementation Guide) and the technical requirements (these would remain in the S&CPs).  Mr. Sorenson conducted a general overview of the document he drafted as a strawman for the Implementation Guide.  He stated that the Usage of Terms Section is intended to be an explanation of how the listed terms are used within the Implementation Guide.
Mr. Sorenson reviewed the sections of the Implementation Guide.  He stated that Section 011-2 et seq. provide additional guidance for processing specific types of business transactions in the implementation of OASIS set forth in Section 4.2.10 of the S&CPs.

For Section 011-2.6, Mr. Sorenson stated that he submitted a NAESB Request for Standards Development that will result in an official request type of RECALL with certain restrictions and requirements.

Mr. Sorenson stated that 011-2.7 through the rest of the document is new language except for the examples, which were directly pasted from the S&CPs.  Mr. Sorenson stated that he added this new language because the intent of the drafting of the Implementation Guide is to provide additional detail to the business process behind the OASIS transactions than was in the S&CPs.

For Section 011-2.9, Mr. Sorenson asked if the request type DEFERRAL would require a modification to the original reservation or if the DEFERRAL would totally replace and be used in place of the original reservation, like REDIRECT and RENEWAL.  Mr. Sorenson stated that he drafted Section 011-2.9 to implement the latter case.  Ms. Rehman stated that a DEFERRAL would not be a new request because it would modify the start time of the transaction.  Mr. Pritchard stated that he would prefer to see DEFERRAL implemented as a new request.  Ms. Rehman noted that if a DEFERRAL were a treated as a new request, then it would lose its place in the queue.  Mr. Sorenson stated that the original intent of DEFERRAL when it was included in the S&CPs was to provide the customer the right to request delay of start of service.  Mr. Saini stated that there is a difference between delay in service and DEFERRAL.  Mr. Sorenson stated that he wrote the DEFERRAL section in the Implementation Guide to address both: a Transmission Provider initiated delay in service and a customer initiated delay in service.  Mr. Sorenson stated that if the subcommittee would like to change the language of the DEFERRAL request type to be a Transmission Provider initiated deferral of start of service for Section 15.5 of the pro forma tariff, then an additional request type, EXTENSION, could be created to be submitted by the customer.  Mr. Sorenson noted that some industry participants have implemented DEFERRAL as a request type for the customer to delay start of service.
Ms. Rehman supported having two request types: DEFERRAL and EXTENSION.  Mr. Sorenson stated that the would submit a NAESB Request for Standards Development to clarify DEFERRAL and EXTENSION.

For Sections 011-2.11-2.12, Mr. Sorenson stated that these sections reflect the latest changes to the Redirect Standards that have been ratified by the WEQ.

For the Sections on RECALL Requests (011-2.14), Mr. Sorenson stated that he had questions for the subcommittee:  whether the Reseller will be allowed to undo RESALE transactions using RECALL Requests.  Mr. Sorenson’s notes within the document state that “if the subcommittee wants to allow the Reseller to undo Resales via Recall, then it should be a required OASIS request type.  If it is solely optional for TP to document cases of recalling capacity, it can remain optional as the reduction template requirements provide the necessary structures to report any reductions in capacity available on a reservation due to TP recalls.”  Mr. Sorenson stated that he drafted the language in the RECALL section to allow Resellers the ability to “backout of RESALEs”.  The subcommittee did not discuss this issue in any detail at this time.
Section 11-3 will include Specific Template Implementation.  Section 11-4 is the direct paste of the File Request and File Download Examples from the existing S&CPs.

After further discussion, Mr. Sorenson noted that he planned to submit three requests to the NAESB office:  one for RECALL, one for DEFERRAL, and one to have an official request to split the OASIS S&CPs into two pieces: the S&CPs and Implementation Guide.  Ms. Kennedy stated that she would work to get the requests triaged as soon as possible so that RECALL and DEFERRAL can be included in the split of the S&CPs.
3. An update on the action of the WEQ Executive Committee on February 6, 2007
Mr. Sorenson provided the update of the actions of the WEQ Executive Committee taken during the meeting on February 6, 2007 in Houston, Texas.  He stated that all of the WEQ Executive Committee members and Alternates present during the meeting voted in favor of the two Recommendations submitted for adoption:  Recommendation R04006C1 – OASIS 1A Enhancements Release Mechanism for Redirects and Recommendation WEQ 2007 Annual Plan Item 3(a)(2) – Implementation of S&CP changes to support Standards of Conduct business practices.  Mr. Sorenson noted that prior to the vote to adopt, the Executive Committee revised Recommendation R04006C1 to implement the changes recommended by the ESS/ITS based on the comments submitted by Mr. Harshbarger during the formal comment period.  Both recommendations have been posted for notational ballot because there were not sufficient votes cast during the Executive Committee meeting to determine if the required super majority vote (67% of the entire Executive Committee and 40% of each segment) was obtained.
The Executive Committee also adopted a Minor Correction to the Coordinate Interchange business practices.  The Minor Correction, submitted by WECC, is to the timing table in Appendix D of the standards.

4. Proposed Modifications to the S&CPs to implement the standards ratified in Final Action R04006D Resales & Transfers
Next, the subcommittee reviewed the work paper submitted by Mr. Pritchard as a draft to revise the S&CPs to implement the standards ratified in Final Action R04006D – Resales and Transfers:  S&CP Changes for R04006D - Resales & Transfers Submitted by A. Pritchard, Duke Energy 2/12/07.  Mr. Pritchard stated that  he incorporated the notes made on the document made by the ESS/ITS during the January 26, 2007 conference call.
Section 4.2.10.1(a):  Mr. Pritchard stated that pursuant to the subcommittee’s comments during the last call, he added sections for Full Transfer and Partial Transfer for request types.
Section 4.2.10.1(c):  Mr. Pritchard stated that he created a new field called Primary_Provider _Status in addition to the status field pursuant to the subcommittee’s comments during the last call.  He noted that additional explanatory language will be needed to describe this field.
Section 4.2.10.1(g):  Mr. Pritchard added language so that this section would apply to resale deals.
Section 4.2.10.2:  Mr. Pritchard stated that he expanded the language in this section to require that the Seller change the status to NULLIFIED when there is a Transfer.  He added a proposed definition for NULLIFIED.
Section 4.2.10.3:  Mr. Pritchard stated that since the language in this section covers dynamic notification, then no change is likely required to address Resales and Transfers.

Section 4.2.10.13.2:  Mr. Pritchard stated that he expanded the language in this section so the Reseller could grant only a partial amount of what was requested.

Section 4.2.13.3:  Mr. Pritchard replaced the term Secondary Sales with Resales and replaced the term Secondary Transmission Provider to Reseller.
Section 4.2.13.5:  The subcommittee made a note that a new field needs to be added:  Renewal_Capacity_Available that will be populated by the Transmission Service Provider.
Sections 4.2.13.11 and 4.2.13.12:  Mr. Pritchard added these new sections to address Full and Partial Transfers.  Ms. Rehman suggested that the sections be even more specific to address Full Transfers on and off OASIS and Partial Transfers on and off OASIS, like Resales.  She added that the transactions must end up on OASIS and the S&CPs should be written to require posting on OASIS.  Mr. Pritchard suggested that the group agree to general concepts for the language for the Transfers sections.  He noted that the task requires defining Full Transfer, Partial Transfer and establishment of a mechanism whereby there is a status for approval for both the Reseller and the TP that must be accepted and confirmed by both before it can be implemented.  Mr. Pritchard stated that a threshold question is whether the requirements will permit the TP to post something directly after the communication takes place.  The templates that are used for Transfers also needs to be defined.
Section 4.3.6.1:  Mr. Pritchard stated that a status field needs to be added for Full or Partial Transfers in this section.

Section 4.3.6.5:  Mr. Pritchard added Primary Provider Status field to the transassign template.
Section 4.3.8.5:  Mr. Pritchard added Primary Provider Status field to the ancassign template.

Mr. Pritchard stated that he would revise the examples once the revisions to the actual S&CP language was completed.  Mr. Pritchard asked if the subcommittee wanted to create a new template for Transfers.  It was the consensus that a new template would be created for Transfers.  Mr. Sorenson suggested a compact template similar to RELINQUISH or RECALL that documents the action once all parties have agreed.  The TP would document the transfer transaction as having occurred and the result would be a Transmission Service Request in the name of the new customer.  Mr. Wood suggested that there be a related reference back to the original request to create an audit trail.
After further discussion, Mr. Pritchard stated that he would work on the language in the S&CPs for Resales and Transfers based on the discussions at this meeting and provide a new draft for the next meeting of the ESS/ITS.  Mr. Pritchard stated that from this point forward he would draft language using the split documents: S&CPs and Implementation Guide.  The work paper provided by Mr. Pritchard with notes added by the subcommittee during this meeting can be found posted as an attachment to these minutes:  S&CP Changes for R04006D - Resales & Transfers as revised during 2/12-13/07 meeting.
5. An update on the joint effort with the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee and the NERC ATC Drafting Team to draft standards to address Request No. R05004A
Mr. Wood reported that during the January 30 and February 9 conference calls of the ESS/ITS and BPS the subcommittee reviewed NERC’s proposed revisions to MOD001 that is scheduled to be posted for comment on February 15.  The subcommittees only provided a couple of minor notes to Mr. Lohrman on the proposed language.  The subcommittees also agreed that the language in NERC MOD003 should be a business practice instead of reliability standard.  The ESS/ITS and BPS plans to discuss this matter with the NERC ATC Drafting Team during the March 1-2 meeting in Memphis, Tennessee.  The ESS/ITS and BPS continues to work on proposals for ATC frequency of posting requirements as well as other ATC business practices.  The next conference call is scheduled on March 7, 2007.
6. Continue discussion of Request No. R04006E (Network Service Transactions)
Mr. Sorenson provided a work paper to address R04006E that was posted as a work paper for this meeting:  NITS on OASIS - Concepts Submitted by P. Sorenson, OATI 2/13/07.  Mr. Sorenson noted that there are two aspects of network service.  Ms. Glassman,  Mr. Pewarski, and Mr. Saini are working on a proposal for a qualifying energy contract to be considered a Designated Network Resource.  Mr. Sorenson’s work paper focused on the mechanics of designating network resources on OASIS.  Mr. Sorenson reviewed the concepts in his work paper.  The subcommittee determined that it would discuss the work paper and how to move forward with Designated Network Resources at the next meeting.
7. Other Business/Next Steps
The ESS/ITS is scheduled to meet via conference call on February 26, 2007 from 9:00 AM to 12:00 PM Central.  The agenda will include continued review and discussion of the S&CPs and Implementation Guide and review of the Order that is expected to be issued on OATT Reform.
8. Adjourn
The meeting adjourned by consensus at 11:20 AM on February 13, 2007.
