Final Minutes
1. Welcome
Mr. Sorenson welcomed the meeting participants in the room and on the phone.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  Mr. Pritchard requested that the agenda item on Network Service Transactions be moved up in the agenda as Ms. Glassman would only be able to attend the meeting the first day.  The subcommittee also moved the agenda item for creating a work plan to address Order 890 up in the agenda.  Mr. Saini moved, seconded by Mr. Eckelkamp, to adopt the agenda as revised.  The motion was adopted without objection.
Next, the subcommittee reviewed the minutes for the February 12-13, 2007 meeting.  Mr. Saini moved, seconded by Mr. Pritchard to adopt the minutes as drafted.  The motion passed without objection.  The final minutes for the February 12-13, 2007 meeting are posted on the NAESB website:  Final Minutes.
2. Review work papers drafted to address Request No. R04006E (Network Service Transactions)
Ms. Glassman stated that Order 890 changes the way the attestation can be used to verify network service.  Paragraph 1532 of Order 890 set forth what is required for attestation and states that:  “The appropriate subject for transmission providers to coordinate with NAESB to resolve is limited to the appropriate formatting of such information to be provided in OASIS.”  Ms. Rehman stated that Section 29 of the tariff states that the request must include a statement that the new network resource satisfies the conditions.  Ms. Rehman stated that NAESB needs to figure out a way to get the statement of the customer that the new network resource satisfies the requirements posted on OASIS with their signature on it.  Ms. Rehman suggested adding a link on OASIS for designated network resources items such as the attestation.  Ms. Glassman stated that there needs to be a way to link the OASIS reference number to the attestation.

Mr. Pritchard stated that the NAESB business practices should include timing requirements for the attestation, such as how long the Transmission Provider will give the customer to provide the attestation.  Ms. Glassman added that the standards should also include a timeline for when the request would no longer be valid if the attestation is not provided.  Mr. Sorenson noted that paragraph 1522 of Order 890 states that “If the network customer does not include the attestation when it confirms the request, the transmission provider must notify the network customer within 15 days of confirmation that its request is deficient, in accordance with the procedures in section 29.2 of the pro forma OATT.”  Ms. Glassman asked what the Transmission Provider would do if the attestation is not provided.  Mr. Sorenson stated that the request should be changed to annulled.  Ms. Rehman noted that paragraph 1522 also states that “Whenever possible, the transmission provider shall attempt to remedy deficiencies in the request through informal communications with the network customer.  If such efforts are unsuccessful, the transmission provider shall terminate the network customer's request and change the status of the request on OASIS to ‘retracted.’”  She noted that the order does not state how long the Transmission Provider should work with the customer to remedy the deficiencies nor does it define unsuccessful communications.  Ms. Glassman stated that NAESB should ask for additional clarification of these issues.
Mr. Sorenson stated that the subcommittee should consider whether existing templates should be used for these functions or whether a new template should be developed for these functions.  He suggested using simple object access protocol (soap) because soap implementation would provide the ability to include attachments, which could be used for the attestations.  The subcommittee will continue discussion of these issues during the next meeting.
3. Create work plan to complete Implementation Guide for the S&CPs and to work on Order 890 Items
Next, the subcommittee reviewed the matrix drafted by Ms. McQuade that includes the sections of Order 890 that were assigned to NAESB.  This document was reviewed by the joint ESS/ITS and BPS during the March 7 conference call.  The ESS/ITS and BPS made notes on the items that pertain to ATC.  The revised matrix was posted as a work paper for this meeting:  Order 890 Matrix - with notes added on 3/7/07.  The subcommittee added notes in the matrix on which items require the ESS/ITS group to develop business practices.  The revised matrix with the notes added during this meeting is posted as an attachment to these minutes:  Order 890 Matrix - with notes added 3/16/07.
After adding comments to the Order 890 Matrix, the ESS/ITS grouped and prioritized the tasks that the ESS/ITS will be required to work on contained in the order.  The subcommittee also scheduled target dates for posting the grouped items for formal comment:

GROUP 0:  Revisions to the Resales standards.  Reference Paragraph 815 in Order 890.  The ESS/ITS plans to have a recommendation posted for formal comment after the April 3-4 ESS/ITS meeting in time for the WEQ Executive Committee to consider during the May 8, 2007 meeting.

GROUP 1:  The following topics will be combined into Group 1:  Metrics (Order 890 Paragraphs 413, 1316, 1318, and 1346), Re-bid of Partial Service (Order 890 Paragraph 1378), Pre-confirmation of Priority (Order 890 Paragraph 1392), and Redispatch of Cost Posting (Order 890 Paragraphs 1005 and 1162).    The ESS/ITS plans to have a recommendation posted for formal comment with comments due by the end of the 2nd Quarter 2007 to address the Group 1 items.
GROUP 2:  Network Service on OASIS will be Group 2.  Reference Paragraphs 385, 1005, 1477, 1504, 1532, 1541, 1543, and 1591 in Order 890.  Theh ESS/ITS plans to have a recommendation posted for formal comments with comments due by the end of the 3rd Quarter 2007 to address Group 2 items.

GROUP 3:  The standards development to address the references in Order 890 on Conditional Firm (Paragraphs 1046 and 1078) will be Group 3.  Group 2 will also include pre-emption (Order 890 Paragraph 1407), the business practice standard development for Request No. R05019, and the modifications to Standard 9.7 (Order 890 Paragraph 1269).  The ESS/ITS plans to have a recommendation posted for formal comment with comments due by the end of the 4th Quarter 2007 to address Group 3 items.

GROUP 4:  All ATC related postings (Paragraphs 243, 301, 328, and 369 in Order 890) including counterflow (Paragraphs 293 and 310 in Order 890) standards development.  The ESS/ITS plans to have a recommendation posted for formal comment with comments due by the end of 1st Quarter 2008 to address Group 4 items.

GROUP 5:  Paragraph 1377 of Order 890 are Seams issues.  The ESS/ITS did not set a timeline for this item.
4. Review Proposed Modifications to the Resales and Transfer Standards in light of Order 890
Next, the subcommittee reviewed the work paper submitted by Mr. Pritchard to revise the existing Resales standards to align the standards with the requirements set forth in Order 890:  Proposed revisions to Resale and Transfers Standards to address Order 890, submitted by A. Pritchard, Duke Energy.
Y.1.3:  Mr. Sorenson noted that the requirement in the first sentence of Standard Y.1.3 was reiterated in Standard Y.2.2.  Mr. Sorenson suggested making the first sentence of Y.1.3 a separate requirement.  The first sentence was deleted from Y.1.3 and added as Standard Y.1.7.
Y.2:  The language in Standard Y.2 was revised so that the Transmission Provider will credit the Reseller for any charges collected from the Assignee based on the price stated in the service agreement (Y.1.7).  The new language for Y.2 states:
The Transmission Provider shall  charge the Reseller based on the price stated in the Reseller’s Service Agreement and shall credit the Reseller for the charges collected from the Assignee based on the service agreement as specified in Standard Y.1.7.
Y.2.1:  Standard Y.2.1 was modified so that the Assignee will be obligated to the Transmission Provider for any charges set forth in the service agreement as well as any usage based charges.

Y.2.2:  Standard Y.2.2 was revised so that the Transmission Provider will have the right to nullify any Resale that is not accompanied with a service agreement as set forth in Standard Y.1.7.
The revisions to Mr. Pritchard’s work paper can be found in redline format posted as an attachment to these minutes:  Proposed Revisions to Resale and Transfers Standards to address Order 890 as of 3/16/07.  The ESS/ITS agreed that this document should be posted for informal comment on Monday, March 19, with comments due prior to the ESS/ITS conference call on March 26.  Ms. Kennedy stated that she would post the document for informal comment and distribute the request for comments on March 19.  The ESS/ITS will review any comments during the conference call on March 26 and plan to post the recommendation for formal comment after the March 26 call or after the April 3-4 meeting.
5. Discussion of participants’ comments on how to proceed on the modification of Standard WEQ 001-9.7 and draft language to address this item
The subcommittee discussed revisions to Standard 9.7 and determined that the revisions should be included in the Order 890 standards development.
6. Update on ATC Efforts
Mr. Saini stated that the NERC ATC Drafting Team is close to posting MOD008 for comment.  The NAESB ATC Group’s review of draft MOD008 will be added to the agenda for the Joint NERC/NAESB conference call on March 23.
The NAESB ESS/ITS and BPS met jointly via conference call on March 7 and reviewed the Order 890 Matrix in similar manner that the ESS/ITS did during this meeting.  This group also developed a work plan for Order 890 items during the March 7 call.
7. Other Business/Next Steps
The ESS/ITS is scheduled to meet via conference call on March 26 from 10:00 AM to 3:00 PM Central.  The agenda for this call will include:  Review comments submitted, if any, on the proposed changes to the Resales Standards in light of Order 890; Complete the split of the S&CPs into two documents: the S&CPs and Implementation Guide pursuant to Request No. R07002 [Please note that the subcommittee may vote to send this recommendation for formal comment and to the Executive Committee during this meeting]; draft business practices and S&CPs for Request No. R07001 (Develop a standard mechanism to implement a “RECALL” of transmission capacity from an existing confirmed transmission service reservation/Specify the technical requirements for implementation of a new OASIS request type, RECALL); and begin drafting business practices and S&CPs to address some of the items assigned to NAESB in Order 890:  metrics, re-bid of partial service; pre-confirmation of priority; and redispatch of cost postings.
The ESS/ITS is also scheduled to meet at NAESB’s offices in Houston, Texas on April 3-4, 2007.  The meeting is scheduled from 1:00 PM to 5:00 PM Central on April 3 and 9:00 AM to 12:00 PM Central on April 4.  The agenda for this meeting will include:  During this meeting, the ESS/ITS will complete any work that is not completed during the March 26, 2007 conference call.  The agenda for the April 3-4, 2007 meeting will include:  Review comments submitted, if any, on the proposed changes to the Resales Standards in light of Order 890; Complete the split of the S&CPs into two documents: the S&CPs and Implementation Guide pursuant to Request No. R07002 [Please note that the subcommittee may vote to send this recommendation for formal comment and to the Executive Committee during this meeting]; draft business practices and S&CPs for Request No. R07001 (Develop a standard mechanism to implement a “RECALL” of transmission capacity from an existing confirmed transmission service reservation/Specify the technical requirements for implementation of a new OASIS request type, RECALL); and begin drafting business practices and S&CPs to address some of the items assigned to NAESB in Order 890:  metrics, re-bid of partial service; pre-confirmation of priority; and redispatch of cost postings.  Please note that the agenda items for this meeting may change depending on what is accomplished during the March 26, 2007 conference call.
8. Adjourn
Mr. Saini moved, seconded by Mr. Pritchard, to adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 11:33 AM Central on March 16, 2007.
