Subject: My comments on the 890 S&CP split
My comments address whether this 890 version or the baseline version of the S&CP split should be submitted to FERC, such submittal should be conditional on:
1) Final BP's are in place to support the new 890 requirements reflected in the 890 version or any other 890 requirements not yet reflected in the 890 version.  This is because the BP development process may trigger additional changes to the S&CP.) 

2) The baseline version is finalized (i.e., approved, etc.) and submitted simultaneously, with an explanatory comment to the effect, that the 890 version is what we seek approval of, and the baseline version, for already approved BP's, is for reference purposes.  This means we would have to tidy up the baseline version, and run it through the NAESB approval process.
 3) Once finalized, etc., the baseline version is posted, for already approved BP's, on the WEQ Final Actions page, as well as the 890 version.   This is to facilitate understanding of the changes for industry members not participating in our process.
