WEQ ESS/ITS recognized that ratified standards 9 and 10 addressing redirects of transmission service require clarification.  Specifically, there is a need to clarify the rights and obligations of the Transmission Provider with respect to counteroffering redirect requests for partial service.  Clarification to  the standards must incorporate the following provisions:
· Need to address potential for TP to block confirmation as necessary

· Need to address obligation to offer partial service

· Need to address handling of counteroffers
· Need to address any issues with regard to requirements for preconfirmation (if any) of redirect requests.
