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The Midwest ISO staff has reviewed the latest proposed changes to WEQ 002 and WEQ 011 intended to support FERC Order 890.  Though the changes may seem insignificant on the surface, the results of these changes will have major impacts to the Midwest ISO. 

For example:

· Deleting fields such as “Capacity Requested” and “Capacity Granted” and replacing them with “Bid Capacity” and “Offer Capacity” will result in changes that ripple though a number of our critical applications.

· The concepts of full and partial transfers that are applicable for the secondary markets and are being proposed for the “trans” templates would require major redesign of other systems to accommodate OASIS changes that do not fall under the Midwest ISO Energy Market Tariff (EMT). 

FERC Order No. 890 paragraph 143 states:

With respect to an ISO or RTO public utility transmission provider, the

Commission recognized in the NOPR that such an entity may already have tariff terms and conditions that are superior to the pro forma OATT. The Commission also noted that the purpose of this rulemaking is not to redesign approved, fully-functioning RTO or ISO markets. 

The Midwest ISO believes the proposed OASIS “trans” template changes will require significant redesign to accommodate and that they are contrary to the intent of Order 890.   Rather than force fitting the resales (full and partial transfers) into the existing templates, the Midwest ISO recommends that the ESS/ITS consider development of new templates to address the Order 890 transfer requirements.

Based on the feedback from the Midwest ISO staff, we will recommend the subcommittee not approve the current proposed changes to the templates during the May 30-31, 2007, ESS/ITS meeting. 
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
