Final Minutes
1. Welcome
Mr. Sorenson opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.
2. Review Recommendations submitted by the JISWG:  R06026, R06025, R05018, and R07005
Mr. Sorenson stated that the JISWG is technically a working group that reports to the ESS/ITS and as such their recommendations must be processed through the ESS/ITS.  The JISWG has completed recommendations for: R06026 (Revise WEQ-004 Coordinate Interchange Business Practice Standard requirement 2.2 and the table contained in Appendix A, part B, to exempt the WECC):  Recommendation:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_ess_its051807w1.doc Attachment to Recommendation:  http://www.naesb.org/doc_view2.asp?doc=weq_ess_its051807w2.doc; R06025 (Modify Appendix D of WEQ 004 to add an explanation for the terms “required” and “correctable”, to add a sentence clarifying that tag data elements are not correctable and are not required, and to make the element of energy Product Type required):  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_ess_its051807w3.doc; R05018 (Revise the e-Tag Specification to allow PSEs associated with a transmission segment in the tag optional approval rights):  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_ess_its051807w4.doc; and R07005 (Request to allow BAs to Adjust Dynamic Schedule Transaction Type Tags within the ATF changes rules):  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_ess_its051807w5.doc.
Mr. Sorenson and Mr. Harshbarger reviewed the recommendations on behalf of the JISWG.  For R05018, Mr. Sorenson stated that the recommendation includes modifications to the existing Coordinate Interchange business practice standards.  For R06025, the recommendation is to further modify the Coordinate Interchange business practice standards to clarify what is required and correctable.  Recommendation R06026 includes language to provide an exemption for the WECC in the Coordinate Interchange Business Practice Standards.  Recommendation R07005 is a recommendation that no standards be adopted, however it was noted that the capability will be included in Version 1.8 of the e-Tag specification.
Ms. Rehman moved, seconded by Mr. Harshbarger, to accept the recommendations as drafted by the JISWG and forward the recommendations to the WEQ Executive Committee after the formal 30 day comment period.

Mr. Skiba asked the vote results on the recommendations at the JISWG.  Mr. Sorenson stated that all of the recommendations were voted to the ESS/ITS unanimously.  Mr. Skiba voted in opposition to the motion.  Mr. Skiba noted that he voted in opposition because he would like to have time to send the recommendations to MISO staff for review.  Mr. Harshbarger, Mr. Pritchard, Ms. Rehman, Mr. Sorenson, Mr. Saini, and Mr. Bishop voted in support of the motion.  The motion passed a simple majority vote.  The participants did not wish to vote via balanced vote.
Ms. Kennedy stated that she would post the recommendations for formal comment and add the recommendations to the agenda for the next WEQ Executive Committee meeting.
3. Review Comments submitted in Response to requests for informal comments
Request for Informal Comments on WEQ OASIS S&CP and Draft Implementation Guide to address Request No. R07002 i.e., the Baseline S&CP and Implementation Guide Documents:  Mr. Skiba submitted comments on the baseline documents:  Comments on WEQ 002 - Submitted by E.Skiba, MISO; Comments on WEQ 011 - Submitted by E.Skiba, MISO; Highlighted version on WEQ 011 which identifies those sections of the document that were unable to cross reference back to WEQ 002 - Submitted by E.Skiba, MISO.
First, the ESS/ITS reviewed the comments submitted by Mr. Skiba on the S&CP.  The following modifications were made based on Mr. Skiba’s comments.
The Document Change Log was revised and corrected.

002-1.1(g):  The reference to Part 37 was changed to “…any of the requirements associated with OASIS” per Mr. Skiba’s comments.
002-2.1(d):  The language was revised to reflect the original language in the S&CPs per Mr. Skiba’s comments.
002-2.2.4:  Mr. Skiba commented that the change made to the Browser Support section were out of scope for Request No. R07002 and should be removed.  The changes were removed from the document.
002-3.4:  The language was corrected to reflect the Final Action for WEQ 2007 Annual Plan Item 3(a)(2) changes for the Standards of Conduct language in the S&CPs.  Section (k) was also deleted as set forth in the Final Action referenced above per Mr. Skiba’s comments.
002-3.6:  References to the S&CP were modified to reference WEQ 002.  This reference change was made throughout the document per Mr. Skiba’s comments.
002-4.2.10:  Mr. Skiba’s comment was that the proposed changes seemed to be out of the scope of the standard.  Mr. Sorenson stated that the changes in 4.2.10 were the ultimate goal of the split, to remove all the business process language and request language and status state changes to the Implementation Guide.  Mr. Sorenson stated that additional language was needed to make the documents flow rather than simply splitting the document into two documents alone, with no language modifications.

002-4.2.12:  Mr. Skiba asked if the entire section would be moved to the Implementation Guide rather than just the examples.  Mr. Sorenson stated that it was the intent to just move the examples.

002-4.3.4.1:  A typographical error was corrected per Mr. Skiba’s comments.
002-4.3.4.4:  A typographical error was corrected per Mr. Skiba’s comments.
002-4.3.6.1:  Typographical errors were corrected per Mr. Skiba’s comments.
002-4.3.10.1:  The justification of the fourth paragraph was corrected per Mr. Skiba’s comments.

002-4.3.10.4:  The reference to the Standards of Conduct was revised to reference the NAESB Standards of Conduct.

Next, the ESS/ITS reviewed the comments submitted by Mr. Skiba on the Implementation Guide.  The following modifications were made based on Mr. Skiba’s comments.

Document Change Log:  Corrections were made to the Document Change Log based on Mr. Skiba’s comments.
011-1.1:  Mr. Skiba’s comment was that the description of OASIS in 1.1 did not match the definition of OASIS in other NAESB standards.  Mr. Sorenson stated that the Implementation Guide is specifically for business process which may or may not be conducted or performed on OASIS.  OASIS was described in such a way in this Usage of Terms section so that it can be used as a shorthand throughout the document.
011-2:  Modifications were made per Mr. Skiba’s comments.

011-2.1:  Mr. Skiba commented that there were several request types that were not in the Data Dictionary.  Mr. Sorenson stated that the Data Dictionary would be updated when the documents were closer to finalization.

011-2.4.1:  Mr. Skiba commented that in last paragraph “original reservation” in the original S&CP language had been replaced with “displaced reservation.”  Mr. Sorenson stated that there is the possibility that a Resale may be subject to displacement by the TP because it could be resold as conditional firm.  The language was made more generic to be able to reach down into a chain of transactions to recover the capacity.

011-2.4.2:  Mr. Skiba commented that the phrase “but have the right to first refusal to retain their transmission service” was added to the language and asked the reason for that addition.  Mr. Sorenson stated the wording changes were intended to add clarity.

011-2.5:  Based on Mr. Skiba’s comment Primary Transmission Provider and Transmission Provider were globally changed to Primary Provider.

011-2.6:  Mr. Sorenson stated that 011-2.6 and everything following was added as new to make more clear about the specific use of data elements, the specific action that should be done to comply with the NAESB standards.  Section 3 is the clarification of how to build templates, which is also new language.
011-4.1.6.1:  A standard reference was updated and corrected.

011-4.1.6.4:  This comment was addressed in the S&CP discussion.
Request for Informal Comments on WEQ OASIS S&CP and Draft Implementation Guide to address items in Order 890  (WEQ Annual Plan Item 2):  Preconfirmation (paragraph 1401 of Order 890); Re-bid of partial service (paragraph 1378 of Order 890); Load Forecast and Actual Load (Paragraph 416 of Order 890); Tracking of Rollover Rights (Paragraph 1267 of Order 890); ETC posting (Paragraphs 243-244 of Order 890); and Annotation for ATC (Paragraph 369 of Order 890) i.e., revisions to the Baseline to include the listed Order 890 items

Mr. Skiba stated that MISO would like to create new templates for the additional functionality needed to address Order 890 rather than force existing templates to be used.  Mr. Sorenson stated that no changes to the “trans” templates related to full and partial transfer other than new Request Types would be needed.  For rebid of partial service, the existing data elements can be left alone and new data element names can be added.  If only the changes that are absolutely required were made then the templates need to show the customer bid start and bid stop times.  Mr. Skiba stated that he would take that back to the OASIS people at MISO.
Mr. Johannis volunteered to update the 890 documents to reflect the changes made to the baseline during this meeting.  The revisions made during this meeting are reflected in the attachments to the minutes:  Order 890 Implementation Guide - 5/24/07 (with changes made to baseline on 5/18 incorporated) and Order 890 S&CP - 5/24/07 (with changes made to baseline on 5/18 incorporated).
4. Other Business/Next Steps
This item was not discussed.
5. Adjourn
The meeting adjourned by consensus at 4:05 PM Central.
