3.  RECOMMENDATION

SUMMARY:
To address Request R06026, the JISWG recommends the following changes: facsimiles are not an acceptable back up method for creating a Request for Interchange in the West.  Therefore, the table under Appendix A that describes the failure procedures was modified to reflect this change.  In addition, Requirment 2.2 was struck because it was redundant and inconsistent with the table found in Appendix A.  
In addition, the JISWG updated the e-Tag Spec references, under 2007 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1 (b) “Develop business practices to support Coordinate Interchange” and removed references to the responsible working group.  

Below are the Redlined changes to the standard.

Recommended Standards:

Requirement 2.2 is deleted in its entirety.

The table in Appendix A is modified as follows:
