The ESS is exploring alternatives to the term RELEASE because in gas, RELEASE is the term used when a customer “releases” their rights to pipeline capacity to a third-party, i.e., equivalent of an OASIS RESALE and REASSIGNMENT.
RELEASE on the electric side is for when an entity is voluntarily asking to be let out of some existing commitment - main case is to get out of a REDIRECT on non-firm basis and return to the original path.  Other cases may be to ask TP to let TC out of financial obligation for a reservation, or for TC to advise TP they no longer require capacity from designated resource under NITS contract, etc.
