9.7 A request to Redirect on a Firm basis for twelve months or longer duration shall be treated as a new request for long-term point to point service (Long-term Redirect).

9.7.1 Long-term Redirect requests shall be subject to all submission and timing requirements associated with a request for long-term point to point service.

9.7.2 The Transmission Provider shall evaluate each Long-term Redirect in a comparable fashion with all other requests for long-term point to point service, including the evaluation of the ability to support the rollover of transmission rights on the requested path for service beyond the termination of the Long-term Redirect request.
9.7.3 If the Long-term Redirect terminates coincident with the termination of the parent reservation, the Transmission Customer shall have the ability to retain the rollover rights on the parent reservation by designating in the Long-Term Redirect request’s Customer Comments that rollover rights are not being requested on the redirect path.  [Note: if the customer wants rollover rights in full on both path’s, just submit a new request for long-term service.]
9.7.4 Unless so designated by the Transmission Customer that rollover rights on the parent reservation’s path are to be retained, the Transmission Provider shall assume that rollover rights are to be granted, if available, on the redirect path and surrendered in an amount equal to the capacity redirected on the parent reservation’s path.

9.7.5 Upon acceptance by the Transmission Provider and confirmation by the Transmission Customer, the capacity available for redirect on the parent reservation shall be reduced in the amount of the Long-term Redirect.  

9.7.5.1 If the Long-term Redirect terminates coincident with the parent reservation and the Transmission Customer has not designated that rollover rights are to be retained on the parent reservation’s path, the rollover rights associated with the parent reservation shall be reduced in the amount of the Long-Term Redirect’s capacity, and rollover rights shall be extended on the redirect path to the extent that such rights are available.
9.7.5.2 If the Long-term Redirect terminates coincident with the parent reservation and the Transmission Customer has designated that rollover rights are to be retained on the parent reservation’s path, the rollover rights associated with the parent reservation shall remain intact, and no rollover rights are extended to the Long-Term Redirect.

9.7.5.3 If the Long-term Redirect does not terminate coincident with the parent reservation, the rollover rights associated with the parent reservation shall remain intact, and rollover rights shall be extended on the redirect path to the extent that such rights are available.
