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1. Welcome
Mr. Sorenson opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  The subcommittee reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Sorenson requested that a review of Recommendation R07007 as submitted by the JISWG be added to the agenda.  The agenda as revised was adopted by consensus.

2. Review Recommendation R07007 submitted by the JISWG for vote to the WEQ Executive Committee
Next, the ESS/ITS reviewed the Recommendation for R07007 (Update the Timing Table to Reflect the Categories (On-time, Late, After-the-fact, and Pre-late) used in the latest E-Tag Specification with respect to receipt of an Arranged Interchange (RFI))  that was drafted by the JISWG and forwarded to the ESS/ITS for consideration.  The recommendation was posted as a work paper for this meeting:  Recommendation R07007.  Mr. Sorenson noted that the recommendation from the JISWG for Request No. R07007 was to split the Coordinate Interchange Timing table into two tables:  one to apply to the WECC and one to apply to everyone else.

Mr. Skiba stated that the actual Final Action that is being revised should be included in the Recommendation for R07007.  Mr. Skiba commented that Actual Arranged Interchange in column 1 was followed by (RFI).  He asked if RFI was a abbreviation for Actual Arranged Interchange or if RFI was meant to note something other than Actual Arranged Interchange.  Mr. Sorenson stated that an RFI, a Request for Interchange, is submitted once the Arranged Interchange is in place.  The terms used in the Recommendation are based on the Coordinated Interchange standards not the e-Tag specification.  Arranged Interchange is a business term, while RFI is the piece of data that is transferred.
After further discussion, it was the consensus of the ESS/ITS to remand Recommendation R07007 to obtain responses to Mr. Skiba’s comments.  Mr. Skiba volunteered to submit his comments in writing for review by the JISWG.

3. Continue to Add Modifications to the S&CP and Implementation Guide to include the Order 890 Work Plan
Order 890 Implementation Guide:  Next, the ESS/ITS reviewed the 890 Implementation Guide draft posted as a work paper for this meeting:  Order 890 Implementation Guide - 5/31/07.
011-1:  The subcommittee added the following sentence as the last sentence of Section 011-1:  “This version of the OASIS Implementation Guide corresponds to the OASIS Standards and Communication Protocols Version 1.5.”  For information on this addition, please see discussion regarding Section 011-5 below.

011-3.3 and 011-3.3.1:  Mr. Sorenson proposed a modification to the systemdata template to provide a way to post information other than ATC.  Mr. Sorenson stated that there is support to be able to pull the flowgate information.  Mrs. Rehman supported standardizing the name of the flowgates.  Mr. Sorenson stated that there are those who believe that there is no obligation to post the Available Flowgate availability.  Mr. Sorenson stated that this language would define if it is a rated path or contract path and will require the posting of TTC, CBM, TRM, etc.  Mr. Sorenson suggested that the ESS/ITS wait until the next release of the NERC standards for the ATC effort to know what they name of the flowgates should be.  After further discussion, the subcommittee made modifications to Section 011-3.3.1 as redlined in the attachment to the minutes linked below.

011-3.4 and 3.4.1:  Mr. Sorenson stated that this section provides for the posting of ATC annotations.  There are two annotations:  when posted at six months or longer and then the TTC annotation when the TTC changes by more than 10%.  Mr. Sorenson asked to what degree should the Implementation Guide give guidance as what the provider should put in certain data elements and what the customer should expect to find when looking for posting of ATC annotations.  The subcommittee discussed the standardization of the comments field for ATC annotations.  Mr. Pritchard suggested including the functionality for ATC Annotations without standardizing the comments field and then coming back in the next round of revisions to develop the specific business practice.  Mr. Sorenson stated that the language could include the SECURITY_TYPE of ATC_ANNOTATION so parties could query for those postings.  Mr. Pritchard supported Mr. Sorenson’s modification.  Ms. Rehman supported standardized responses for the comments field, while Mr. Sorenson supported free form text fields for the comments field.
Ms. Rehman supported the creation of an ATC annotation template or to include the ATC annotation information on the systemdata template.  Mr. Sorenson polled the subcommittee whether they wanted to include ATC annotation elements in systemdata v. security templates.  Ms. Rehman was in favor of leaving the security template for security events only.  After further discussion, the subcommittee further modified Section 011-3.3.1 to include ATC_ANNOTATION and TTC_ANNOTATION.  Section 011-3.4.1 was deleted in its entirety and the remaining sections were renumbered as needed.

011-3.5:  Mr. Sorenson stated that he had added a description of the transoffering template related to how Resales are handled and offerings for Resale where the service being resold is the service that was purchased but is being marketed on a daily or weekly or hourly basis.  The language also describes the distinction of what offer increment is and that the provider postings will always have the offer increment equal to the service increment.  Then it discusses the rights sold with the Reseller corresponding to the original rights.
Mr. Sorenson noted that there are now two increments for service offering:  OFFER_INCREMENT was added as a query parameter.

The subcommittee added language to this section as the last sentence of the section:  “When queried by the Customer with a specified SERVICE_INCREMENT query parameter, OASIS shall return in the transoffering response all posted offers where SERVICE_INCREMENT or OFFER_INCREMENT matches any of the specified SERVICE_INCREMENT query values.”  Mr. Pritchard noted that the S&CP will also need to be updated to correspond with this addition.

011-5:  Mr. Sorenson stated that this language was reviewed and revised during the May 30-31 meeting.  The subcommittee agreed that this section should be removed and a sentence should be added to Section 011-1.
Mr. Sorenson stated that he would review the document to determine if additional changes should be made based on the discussion during the meeting.  Mr. Sorenson stated that a proposed addition came up during the last JISWG meeting to add four data elements on the transrequest template related to Rollover:  ROLLVOVER_DUE_TIME; ROLLOVER_START; ROLLOVER_STOP; and ROLLOVER_CAPACITY.  Mr. Pritchard supported making these modifications where needed.  Mr. Sorenson volunteered to make the needed modifications to includes these data elements if the subcommittee could take a one hour break.  The subcommittee took a one hour break, reconvened, and reviewed Mr. Sorenson’s modifications for Rollover elements.  The subcommittee supported the modifications posted by Mr. Sorenson

Order 890 S&CP:  Next, the ESS/ITS reviewed the latest version of the Order 890 S&CP posted as a work paper for this meeting:  Order 890 S&CP - 5/31/07.

002-4.3.4.1:  Mr. Sorenson stated that he drafted a new data element called ANNOTATIONS that can be a 4kb text string.  He also added in a security comments field in the security template.  Mr. Sorenson suggested that the free form comment field in the security template be retained because it is a shortcoming for curtailment or outage notices where one would want to explain what or why.  Mr. Sorenson supported keeping a free form text field rather than proliferating the number of data elements.
002-4.3.4.4:  Mr. Sorenson stated that he added language for posting of annotations for SYSTEM_DATA.  Mr. Sorenson stated that the updated the bulleted list to compare with the change made in the Implementation Guide for ATC annotation and definition.

002-4.3.6.2:  Mr. Sorenson stated that he added two data elements ROLLOVER_DUE_TIME and REASSESSMENT_DUE_TIME in order to track that data for conditional firm offerings.
The subcommittee changed the place where PRIMARY_PROVIDER_CONDITIONS appeared in the Response section of the template.

002-5.10:  The subcommittee added language to this section to set for the Implementation Plan for implementation of the new version of the S&CPs.
