
9.7: 
Rollover Rights for a Redirect on a Firm Basis
A Redirect on a Firm basis has rights to rollover, if any are available, for the receipt and delivery points to which it has rights at the end of a long-term firm point-to-point agreement. 

9.7.1:
Short-term Redirects
The Transmission Customer shall submit a short-term
 request to Redirect on a Firm basis through the end of a long-term firm point-to-point agreement with an increment of YEARLY, in order to distinguish it from a short-term redirect for which the customer is not eligible for rollover rights.. [NOTE: the purpose of these changes is to 1) clarify that the sub standards 9.7.1.1 through 9.7.1.3 apply ONLY when the duration of the request is short-term, and 2) to change ‘one-year’ to ‘long-term’ hoping that any FERC change to rollover rights from 1 year to 5 years will also change the definition of long term similarly, and 3) avoid any implication that the customer is negotiating away an existing right.]
9.7.1.1
Any such short-term request to Redirect on a Firm basis with an increment of YEARLY shall not take priority over an earlier queued competing request even if the earlier queued request has an increment of MONTHLY.
9.7.1.2
Any such short-term request to Redirect on a Firm basis with an increment of YEARLY that does not have the same stop date and time as its long-term firm parent request will be assigned a status value of INVALID by the Transmission Provider.

9.7.1.3

If the Transmission Provider is able to accept any such short-term request to Redirect on a Firm basis with an increment of YEARLY but is unable to provide rollover rights on the redirected path it shall notify the customer at the time of acceptance of the redirect request that it has native load growth or contracts that commence in the future that prevent it from providing rollover rights on the redirected path.
9.7.2:
Rollover Window Expired
If, when a Redirect on a Firm basis is submitted, the time period for the exercise of rollover rights has expired
, no rollover rights shall be given on the redirected path. 

9.7.2.1
In such an event, any short-term request to Redirect on a Firm basis with an increment of YEARLY will be assigned a status value of INVALID by the Transmission Provider.

9.7.2.2
 In such an event, the confirmed redirect is for short-term service and is not eligible for rollover rights due to the late queue time.
9.7.2.3
A Transmission Customer who wishes to acquire yearly firm rights on the new path for the subsequent year may submit an ORIGINAL request for that service. 
9.7.3
If rollover rights have previously been exercised on a long-term firm point-to-point agreement, any subsequent Redirect on a Firm basis submitted against that agreement is not eligible for rollover rights.

9.7.3.1
In such an event, a Redirect on a Firm basis submitted with an increment of YEARLY will be denied by the Transmission Provider.

9.7.3:
Rights on Original Path

At the time a Request for a Redirect on a Firm basis with an increment of YEARLY is confirmed, the Transmission Customer loses all rights to the original receipt and delivery points, including rollover rights associated with the original path, unless such rollover rights have previously been exercised for the immediately succeeding long-term firm point-to-point term. 
9.7.3.1
Nothing in this Standard 9.7 shall nullify or in any way change an existing, confirmed, RENEWAL (rollover) reservation.
Proposed change to existing standard 001-9.5.3
001-9.5.3
Redirects on a Firm basis shall have all the rights and obligations of an original reservation for Firm service, including the rights to be Redirected on a Firm and/or Non-Firm basis.
� Short-Term is currently defined as less than one year in duration.


� The current FERC requirement is that rollover rights be exercised within sixty days prior to the end of a long-term firm (one year or longer) point-to-point agreement. FERC has proposed in its NOPR that the sixty-day requirement be changed to one-year and, the one-year requirement change to five years or longer.
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
