Anyhow, here are BPA's very brief comments.  Hopefully, they're not too late...
 

9.7 For a Redirect on a Firm basis to be eligible for consideration of rollover rights, the following conditions must be met:

9.7.1 The term of the Redirect must be eligible for rollover rights per the pro forma OATT section 2.2 or as specified in the Transmission Provider’s Tariff

9.7.2 The Redirect must terminate coincident with the Parent Reservation

9.7.3 The Transmission Customer must designate on OASIS at the time of submission of the Redirect request that they want rollover rights on the redirected path and will release their rollover rights on the Parent path in the amount of the Redirect. 

9.7.4 Unless so designated the rollover rights on the Parent Reservation shall remain intact.

9.7.5 Upon acceptance by the Transmission Provider and confirmation by the Transmission Customer of the Redirect, the capacity of available for redirect on the parent reservation shall be reduced in the amount and for the term of the Redirect and, if applicable, rollover rights will be released on the parent reservation and conferred to the redirect. 
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
