Final Minutes
1. Welcome
Mr. Sorenson welcomed the members and those participating on the phone.  Mr. Booe read the antitrust guidelines.  The attendees in the room and on the phone introduced themselves.  Mr. Skiba stated that he had created an OASIS data mapping table that he would like to add to the agenda and review.  Mr. Pritchard moved to adopt the agenda as amended.  Mr. Wood seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.
2. Continued modifications to the OASIS Standards & Communication Protocols, OASIS Data Dictionary, and OASIS Implementation Guide to incorporate the Group 1 Items of the Order 890 Work Plan and the functional requirements for supporting long term conditional firm service in OASIS
Mr. Sorenson recommended that the group review the OASIS data mapping document submitted by Mr. Skiba,  while continuing to modify the OASIS Standards & Communication Protocols (S&CP), the OASIS Data Dictionary, and the OASIS Implementation guide.  The group approved of Mr. Sorenson’s recommendation and began by reviewing the data mapping document and the S&CP. The OASIS data mapping document is a table which identifies changes to Version 1.4 of the S&CP that will be included in Version 1.5.  Several modifications were made to the data mapping table as the group reviewed the data elements, and addressed the highlighted questions concerning the conversion requirements posed by Mr. Skiba when creating the document.  The changes to the data mapping document can be found in redline format posted as an attachment to these minutes:  OASIS Data Mapping – July 25, 2007.  Upon completing the table the group discussed whether to incorporate the completed document into the S&CP or into the Data Dictionary.  The final consensus of the group was to incorporate the updated table into the body of the S&CP as WEQ 002 5.10.1 and title it OASIS DATA ELEMENT CROSS REFERENCE.  The table was added to the S&CP under the Implementation Plan and a note was made in the change log.  

Next, the group addressed several modifications to the S&CP the participants discovered during individual offline review of the document.  The modifications are as follows:
· All instances of [[Deleted]] were replaced with [Deleted] in document
· Corrected inconsistencies between sections 4.2.10.3.1 and 4.2.7.3
· Corrected spacing in section 4.3.4.1

· Added “e.g.” to Facility Location in 4.3.4.2

· Replaced WEQ -002 with WEQ 003 in sections 4.3.4.3 and 4.3.4.4   
· Changed all instances of “WEQ-0” to “WEQ 0” in document

· Corrected spacing in section 4.3.6.1

· Corrected Implementation Guide references from WEQ 011 to WEQ013   
· Removed fourth paragraph from section 4.3.6.3 left in document by error

· Corrected margins in section 4.2.11.5
· Flipped the fourth and fifth paragraphs in section 5.10 
· Added language to 4.3.6.2 for clarification purposes
· Removed all side notes and comments       
These changes as well as other minor corrections to the S&CP can be found in redline format posted as an attachment to these minutes: Redlined OASIS Order 890 S&CP - July 25, 2007.  The group also created a clean version of the S&CP for continued modification. 
Next, the group reviewed each line of the OASIS Data Dictionary and made the following modifications:
· Added Version 1.5 to the title of the Data Dictionary

· AS_TYPE:  Changed the sequence of the valid type and definition so that values were in consistent with ANC_SVC_LINK with ANC_SVC_REQ
· BID_CAPACITY:  Modified definition

· INTERFACE_TYPE:  Added Valid Values before the Restricted Values

· PRIMARY_PROVIDER_APPROVAL:  Added to Data Dictionary

· PRIMARY_PROVIDER_STATUSAPPROVAL:  Removed from Data Dictionary

· PRIMARY_PROVIDER_CONDITIONS:  Changed language in definition to use the term URL as opposed to hyperlink
· REQUEST_TYPE: Modified definition by replacing TP with Primary Provider and added Transmission

· REASSMENT_DUE_TIME:  Added “with a Conditional Curtailment Option” to the definition for clarification purposes

· SECURITY_TYPE:  Added {REGISTERED} to the Restricted Values
· STATUS:  Modified language in the WITHDRAWN definition 

Mr. Sorenson suggested changing all valid values YES NO to Y N so that all valid values would be consistent.  Mr. Skiba stated that people working with the data would pushback against such modifications, because they are not related to Order 890.  Mr. Harshbarger noted that the group had made other modifications that were not related to Order 890, and supported Mr. Sorenson’s suggestion.  Mr. Pritchard added that for time’s sake it may not be in the group’s best interest to get involved in such changes.  Mr. Sorenson agreed and the group decided to move on without making the modification. 
These changes as well as other minor corrections to the Data Dictionary can be found in redline format posted as an attachment to these minutes:  Redlined OASIS Order 890 Data Dictionary – July 25, 2007.
Next, the group reviewed the Order 890 Implementation Guide, and made the following modifications:
· Changed TP to Primary Provider and Primary Transmission Provider in section 2.1, 2.6.8.1. and 2.6.8.2
· Modified transaction status language for WITHDRAWN in section 2.2 to reflect changes to Data Dictionary

· Added a comment to Exhibit 2 – State Diagram of Purchase Transactions description for clarity
· Made modification to 2.6.1.3 to clarify transstatus template data when there is no limitation on rollover rights

· Removed a comment from section 2.3 added Mr. Sorenson 
· Removed requirement that the TP must be identified as the Primary Provider for section 2.6.8

· Made corrections to data elements in sections 2.6.8.1 and 2.6.8.2 identified by Mr. Sorenson

· Replaced acronym TSR with Transmission Service Request

· Mr. Sorenson made several changes to the file examples of section 4.1.5
These changes as well as other minor corrections to the Implementation Guide can be found in redline format posted as an attachment to these minutes:  Redlined Order 890 OASIS Implementation Guide – July 25, 2007.  

3. Recommendation Discussion
The group reviewed the Draft Recommendation for Order 890 Group 1 Revisions – submitted by J.T. Wood, Southern Company – 7/20/2007.  Mr. Sorenson and Mr. Pritchard noted that the reference to the Implementation Guide needed to be changed from WEQ 011 to WEQ 013.  Ms. Kennedy suggested that the group add to the summary that the changes to the documents also include language for the functional requirements for supporting long term conditional firm service in OASIS.  The above modifications were made to the Recommendation, and Mr. Wood and Mr. Skiba discussed the level of detail that should be added to the Recommendation, before being submitted for formal comment.  The group agreed by consensus to post the Recommendation and the S&CP, the Data Dictionary, and the Implementation Guide as attachments to the Recommendation for informal comment.  Mr. Wood undertook to make the modifications to the Recommendation discussed by the group. 
4. Other Business/Next Steps
The group decided change the dates of the September 11-12, 2007 meeting to September 10-11, 2007 in order to accommodate the NERC ATC Drafting Team’s meeting with the ESS/ITS and BPS on September 12, 2007.  The group also decided to address the informal comments to the S&CP, the Data Dictionary, and the Implementation Guide at the August 15, 2007 ESS/ITS Meeting in Colorado Springs, Colorado and vote out the documents to the WEQ Executive Committee for adoption.
5. Adjourn
Ms. Pritchard moved, seconded by Mr. Woods to adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 11:58 AM Central.
