OATI Comments on the OASIS S&CP dated 07/13/2007:

· Standard 011-4.3.6.2

a. Remove CAPACITY_GRANTED, START_TIME and STOP_TIME from template response.  These Data Elements have been replaced by OFFER_CAPACITY, (BID)OFFER_START_TIME, and (BID)OFFER_STOP_TIME.

· Standard 011-4.3.6.6
a. Consider whether SELLER_CODE and SELLER_DUNS should be added to the transassign template.

b. Pro is that the template could be used by the TP to enter a RESALE on behalf of the reseller in a standard fashion.

c. Con is that the template is primarily for non-TPs to do this activity and no need to include it in the template; OASIS nodes can (and do) implement this functionality as a value-add for TPs without requiring the template change.

d. If this is adopted, certain restrictions need to be cited in the description to the effect that if submitted by user that is not Primary Provider, SELLER elements are restricted to be that user’s company.

· Standards 011-4.3.2.1, 4.3.7.1 and 4.3.7.2
a. In the  transoffering and related templates, CAPACITY is highlighted.  I think the intent was to decide if this should be renamed OFFER_CAPACITY.  CAPACITY is still the Data Element used in all the ancillary service templates, so making this change is purely cosmetic, but some might think it is a more descriptive name.

OATI Comments on the Data Dictionary dated 07/13/2007:

· Need to add the AS types DT, TL, BS, and GI to the valid values for ANC_SVC_LINK and ANC_SVC_REQ

· REDUCTION_TYPE valid values of INTERRUPTED and DISPLACED are recommended to be replaced by the single type of RECALL (reverses change made during June 13 call).  The specific Ts&Cs causing the recall can be specified in REDUCTION_REASON.  This is in line with multiple implementations already in use that use type of RECALL for these postings.

· All new datetime elements that may be null should be documented as “0,16{….}16” as was done for other such data elements.
